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Prevalence and predictors of adjustment disorder among Polish students and evaluation
of effectiveness of online cbt intervention for adjustment disorder.

Aleksandra Juszczyk-Kalina
(psychology)

The aim of the project is to better understand adjustment disorder (AD) among polish students and to
develop and evaluate the effectiveness of an online therapeutic intervention for students with this
disorder. Data available in the literature show that up to 1/3 of young adults who committed suicide had
previously received a diagnosis of AD (Casey, Bailey, 2011). Unfortunately, there is no data about the
epidemiology and risk factors of this phenomenon among polish students. A significant proportion of
students in need do not use psychological help (Nowak-Adamczyk, 2014). For this reason, there is a
need to develop and evaluate the effectiveness of new forms of treatment in this disorder. The project
consists of two parts. The first part which was carried out in November 2021 was, a study of the
prevalence and predictors of AD among 314 Polish undergraduate students, using questionnaire
methodology. The second part, which will begin in january 2023 will be an examination of the
effectiveness and mediators of change of an online therapeutic intervention aimed at students
experiencing AD. This will be conducted by a questionnaire methodology, as well as using daily diary
studies and cognitive task. Our main hypotheses are as follows: 1) There is a significant association
between problems with academic adjustment and AD, 2) Experiential avoidance, cognitive fusion,
mindfulness skills and self-compassion are significant predictors of AD, 3) Online cbt intervention for
AD is an effective treatment for students. Results of the first stage of the project confirm our hypothesis.
The prevalence of AD in the group of participants was at the level 60%. Cognitive fusion, mindfulness
skills and experiential avoidance were significant predictors of AD. Our results show that the prevalence
of adjustment disorder among our student participants was really high. This confirms results of previous
studies showing that adjustment problems are common among students around the world (Crede &
Niehorster, 2012; Sharma, 2012; Conley et. al., 2013). Taking into consideration that only 12 students
in need receive psychological help it seems important to develop and examine effectiveness of
alternative forms of therapy - for example online psychological interventions (Eisenberg et. al., 2018).
While the predictors of AD consists of cognitive fusion, experiential avoidance and mindfulness skills
it seems like cbt interventions - based on unified protocol principles (Barlow et al., 2010), that covers
these variables, can be an effective form of treatment of AD among students.

Being a woman on the autism spectrum — experiences, social stressors, protecting
factors: a qualitative study

There is a growing number of studies exploring the specificity of autistic traits presentation in females
(Hull et al., 2020; Lai et al., 2015; Ratto et al., 2018; Sedgewick et al., 2016). However, the theme of
autistic women’s experiences, understood as what happen to them in their lives, what meaning they
give to it, and what are the psychological consequences of such events rest understudied. Moreover,
mental health problems which are common in the autistic population (see Lai et al., 2019 for systematic
review), seem to affect women to a greater extent (Mayes et al., 2020; McGillivray & Evert, 2018;
Oswald et al., 2016). Identifying risk factors and protective factors in the context of mental health is
therefore of particular importance and makes it possible to adequately adjust the offered support. The
aim of presented qualitative study was to explore what being female on the autism spectrum means to
autistic adult women and what are their experiences regarding social stressors conceptualized by Meyer
(2013) in his minority stress model. Six interviews with women aged 25-40 years with ASD diagnosis
without intellectual disability was conducted and analysed using Interpretative Phenomenological
Analysis methodology (Smith, Flowers, Larkin, 2009). Emerged themes shed light on lived experiences
of discrimination, victimization, expectation of rejection, concealment and internalized stigma and their
consequences for well-being of autistic females, but also indicate the importance of social support and
connectedness as protective factors.

Effectiveness of the mindfulness trainings on adolescents' emotion regulation, well-being
and psychological health.

Objectives: Verification of the effectiveness of mindfulness training for improving adolescents’
psychological health on everyday basis. The study is aimed to check whether participation in the
mindfulness training will result in: (1) improvement in emotion regulation, level of well-being and
mental health (in areas of: emotionality, behavior issues, hyperactivity, problems with peers, pro-social
behavior, respectively in the self-description and description of parents) and (2) reducing stress, anxiety
and negative emotions. In addition, it will be checked whether personality traits mediate the
effectiveness of mindfulness training. Before the main study, a questionnaire study (1) is planned to
check the theoretical wvalidity of the Polish version of the CAMM questionnaire.

Hypotheses:
1. Emotional regulation will be more effective after mindfulness training than before (compared to the
control group).



2. The level of well-being after mindfulness training will be higher than before it (compared to the
control group).

3. The level of perceived stress after mindfulness training will be lower than before taking it (compared
to the control group).

4. The level of anxiety after mindfulness training will be lower than before taking it (compared to the
control group).

5. Mental health in areas such as: emotionality, behavior problems, hyperactivity, peer problems, pro-
social behavior after mindfulness training will be better than before it (compared to the control group).
6. The participants of the training will experience more positive emotions in difficult situations after the
end of the training than before it compared to the control group (in EMA measurements).
7. The participants of the training will experience less negative emotions in difficult situations after the
end of the training than before it compared to the control group (in EMA measurements). Mindfulness,
emotion regulation, well-being, adolescents, psychological health

Methodology: The quasi-experimental main study will consist conducting measurements
(questionnaires and 2 weeks of EMA) before and immediately after mindfulness training, and 3 and 6
months after the end of training in order to assess the durability of changes. In addition, before the main
study, a questionnaire study (1) will be carried out to check the theoretical validity of the Polish version
of the CAMM questionnaire with the use of the Ariadna Research Panel.

Conclusions: Currently, we are waiting for the results of the questionnaire study (1), which will answer
the question whether the CAMM questionnaire is a reliable and accurate measure of the assessment of
mindfulness skills in the Polish group of adolescents. If CAMM shows good psychometric properties
in the Polish group and remains true to its original scale, it will help in assessing mindfulness in young
people whose first language is Polish.

Individual differences in irony use and understanding: the role of need for cognitive
closure and empathy

Basic definition of verbal irony describes it as saying the opposite of what is meant (e.g. Averbeck,
2013). Despite its’ complicated nature, it is used in around 8% of statements uttered during the
conversation with friends (Gibbs, 2000). Ivanko et al. (2004) distinguished four main types of irony:
general — used in everyday situations; face-saving — used with new friends and while complimenting;
embarrassment diffusion — used to express modesty; and frustration diffusion — used in very annoying
situations. Many characteristics related to human functioning were linked to irony use and
understanding, e.g. personality, humor-related traits, and theory of mind (for overwiev see Katowski et
al., under review). However, many areas still remains understudied in relation to verbal irony — for
example need for cognitive closure (Webster, Kruglanski, 1994), or empathy (Amenta, No€l, Verbanck,
Campanella, 2013). Mechanisms, intentions and emotions behind irony use and understanding are not
recognized enough either. The main aim of this study is to investigate the relation between individual
factors (need for cognitive closure; empathy), and irony use and understanding. Moreover, to answer
the question ‘why’ people use this type of speech, and ‘how’ it influences its’ receivers. The study is
conducted in two parts. First, using questionnaires: Need for Cognitive Closure Scale in Polish
adaptation (NFC, Kossowska, Hanusz, Trejtowicz, 2012, Webster, Kruglanski, 1994), and Sarcasm
Self-Report Scale (SSS, Ivanko, Pexman, Olineck, 2004). The second one, using the Need for Cognitive
Closure Scale, The Empathy Quotient (EQ-Short, Wakabayashi et al., 2006) in Polish adaptation
(Jankowiak-Siuda et al., 2017), and authors’ tool based on short ironic vignettes built for the purpose
of this study. Both parts will be conducted on-line, using Qualtrics platform. Participants aged 20-60
will be recruited via social media advertisement.Due to huge discrepancies in the literature and research
results, the hypotheses related to the second part of research are exploratory. However, regarding the
first part of the research, it is hypothesized that need for cognitive closure will be negatively related to
verbal irony use. Following the preliminary research (Branowska, 2020; Kozinska, 2021) it is expected
that especially closed-mindedness subscale of NFC will be correlated negatively with verbal irony
use.The conclusions from the first part of the study, which was already conducted, will show the future
directions and possible relations directions. First part of the study was conducted on-line, using
Qualtrics platform. 106 participants (66 women, 36 men, 4 non-binary) aged 20-53 (M = 27.9) took part
in the study. R-Pearson correlation analysis for need for cognitive closure and self-report irony use was
conducted. Only correlation between predictability (one of the NFC subscale) and frustration diffusion
irony (one of SSS subscale) was significant (r=.26, p <.01). The direction of this correlation is contrary
to expectations — self-reported irony use was higher when preference of predictability was higher.
Moreover, the expectations related to previous research were not met.The results showed the need for
further investigation in the area of relation between cognitive functioning and irony use and
understanding.

The role of intelligence and dominance for individuals with high narcissistic admiration
and narecissistic rivalry

There are two main kinds of narcissism in the psychological literature: grandiose narcissism and
vulnerable narcissism. Vulnerable narcissism is characterized by low self-esteem and negative
emotionality, whereas grandiose narcissism is characterized by the inflated self-esteem and unrealistic
positive self-perception (Miller i in., 2011). The Narcissistic Admiration and Rivalry Concept (NARC,
Back i in., 2013) distinguished two types of grandiose narcissism, mentioned in the name of the concept.
Narcissistic admiration is to seek for social recognition and strive for uniqueness. Narcissistic rivalry
serves to prevent social failure through antagonistic self-defense. Admiration is described as the agentic
aspect of narcissism, and rivalry is described as the antagonistic one. Our previous research revealed
that admiration is positively correlated with self-assessed intelligence, whereas there was no correlation
between self-assessed intelligence with rivalry (Zajenkowski, Leniarska, Jonason, 2020). Taking into
account that intelligence is described as a prototypical aspect of agency (Abele & Wojciszke, 2014),
these findings are in line with the thesis that only admiration is agentic. However, some suggest that
agency is also related to such characteristics like dominance or power, which is compatible with the
characteristics of rivalry. It leads to the hypothesis that both types of narcissism are agentic, but it
manifests in different forms: a desire to be intelligent and a desire to dominate. To verify those
hypotheses, a series of studies was conducted. In each study, we used Narcissistic Admiration and
Rivalry Questionnaire (NARQ, Back et al., 2013), an one-item measure of subjectively Assessed
Intelligence (Zajenkowski et al., 2016), and specific sets of other measures, customized to the aim of
particular study. Study 1 (¥ =311) and 2 (N = 211)present a positive relationship between narcissistic
admiration and subjectively assessed intelligence, and the role of high self-perceived intelligence for
individuals high on narcissistic admiration. In the study 3 (N = 170) and 4 (N = 258) we reveal the
adaptive aspects of narcissism. Narcissistic admiration was inversely correlated with the distress related
to the performance in the intelligence test. Similarly, narcissistic admiration was associated with lower
fear of the Covid-19 pandemic consequences. This relationship was fully mediated by self-assessed
intelligence (Leniarska, Zajenkowski, 2022). The final studies were experimental ones, where
participants were given the feedback about the level of intelligence (Study 5) or the ability to control a
group (Study 6) - higher or lower compared to others or to their assessment. The aim of those studies
was to verify the relationship of narcissistic admiration and rivalry with the role of intelligence and
domination for the individuals, as well as with the emotional reaction to the feedback. The results are
currently being analyzed. This presentation aims to bring closer research problems, methods, results of
the project and further research directions.

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Measuring experiential avoidance: results from representative Polish sample

Experiential avoidance (EA) is defined as an attitude toward an experience that is perceived as undesired
(e.g., emotions, thoughts, memories) and involves attempts to control it or escape from it (Hayes et al.,
1996). The short-term function of EA is to reduce the levels of emotional distress and tension, however,
long-term EA often leads to opposite results and aggravation of the problem (Wegner, 1994; Wegner et
al., 1993). Although there is strong evidence for EA’s negative role in well-being (Spinhoven et al.,
2014), the relevant assessment tools are criticized for lacking clarity and demonstrating poor convergent
and discriminant validity (Cristea et al., 2013; Wolgast, 2014). The aim of our study was to validate
and establish psychometric properties of The Brief Experiential Avoidance Questionnaire (BEAQ), the
tool that is recently increasing in popularity. It is a 15-item questionnaire that was created to rapidly
assess experiential avoidance in research and clinical contexts. A representative sample of the Polish
population (N = 1,216) in terms of gender, age, education, and place of residence participated in the
study. They filled out online a battery of tests regarding mental health measures and one of the most
frequently used EA tool (Acceptance and Action Questionnaire, AAQ-II).The exploratory factor
analysis using oblimin rotation extracted two factors labeled “cognitive-emotional” and “behavioral
avoidance” with internal consistency (a) of 0.78 and 0.74, respectively, and stability over time of r =
0.85 in a 21-day test-retest measurement. The subscales demonstrated satisfactory convergent and
discriminant validity. The Polish BEAQ validation demonstrates it is a tool that can be successfully
used in research and clinical practice as it provides a reliable measure of experiential avoidance and is
convenient thanks to its limited duration.

W polskim orzecznictwie oraz doktrynie problematyka przypisania sprawcy odpowiedzialnosci za
szkode jest zagadnieniem budzacym powazne watpliwosci. Nie moze to dziwi¢. Nalezy bowiem
postawi¢ hipoteze, ze zagadnienia prawa odszkodowawczego charakteryzujg si¢ znacznym cig¢zarem
gatunkowym. Dotycza spraw zupetnie zasadniczych dla wspotczesnego spoteczenstwa - obcigzenia
osoby trzeciej skutkami zdarzenia szkodzacego. W skrocie mozna powiedzie¢, ze przypisanie
odpowiedzialno$ci odszkodowawczej polega na znalezieniu wyjatku od zasady casum sentit dominus,
w mysl ktorej skutki uszczerbku powinny z reguly i8¢ na rachunek poszkodowanego. W tym kontekscie
zagadnieniem wyjatkowo kwestyjnym jest problematyka celu ochronnego normy prawnej, niekiedy
utozsamianego z tzw. bezprawnoscia wzgledna. Jest to — pochodzace z niemieckiej nauki prawa -
ocenne oraz subsydiarne kryterium przypisania odpowiedzialnosci odszkodowawczej. Pozwala ono w
sposdb mozliwie precyzyjny zawezi¢ krag podmiotéw mogacych liczy¢ na uzyskanie odszkodowania.
Wsrod wstepnych wnioskow nalezy wskazag, ze cel ochronny normy prawnej to jeden z podstawowych
instrumentow stuzacych badaniu prawa odszkodowawczego oraz stosowania jego regulacji. Ma
znaczenie nie tylko dla odpowiedzialno$ci na zasadzie winy, ale takze dla odpowiedzialnosci na
zasadzie ryzyka. Niemniej zarazem nalezy zauwazy¢, ze polska dyskusja nad tym konstruktem
charakteryzuje si¢ szeregiem niedomowien. Znaczna cze$¢ z nich jest zwigzana z niedoktadng egzegeza
zrddet zagranicznych. Na szczego6lng uwage zasluguje tu nieprawidtowe zalozenie, ze cel ochronny
normy prawnej to rozwigzanie charakterystyczne wylacznie dla § 823 ust. 2 niemieckiego kodeksu
cywilnego (BGB), wskazujacego na wymaganie naruszenia tzw. ustawy ochronnej. Nie jest to
stanowisko prawidtowe.

Razaca niewdzigcznos¢ jest terminem ustawowym w ustawie niezdefiniowanym. Wyktadnia literalna
tego pojecia prowadzi do wniosku, Ze zwrot ten jest przyktadem zwrotu nieostrego, zatem proces jego
dookreslania zostal pozostawiony praktyce sadowej. Celem niniejszego wystapienia jest prezentacja
praktyki orzeczniczej w zakresie formulowania kryteriow oceny zachowan pod katem razacej
niewdzigcznos$ci oraz rozstrzygania w tym przedmiocie. W celu zrozumienia tej praktyki materiat
badawczy w postaci wyrokéw konczacych dang sprawe cywilng, w ktorych sad stwierdza o
wystgpieniu/niewystapieniu po stronie obdarowanego razacej niewdzigcznosci nalezalo poddac
analizom mieszczagcym w ramach metod badan jako$ciowych jak i iloSciowych. W ramach tych
pierwszych doszto do wyodrgbnienia typow kryteriow oraz grup stanow faktycznych na gruncie,
ktorych zapadajg rozstrzygnigcia w przedmiocie razgcej niewdzigczno$ci. W ramach analiz iloSciowych
dojdzie do zakodowania orzeczen pod katem wystgpowania w nich zmiennych w ramach nastepujacych
grup: metryka sprawy, umowa darowizny, definiowanie razacej niewdzigcznosci, stosunki mi¢dzy
stronami, rozstrzygni¢gcie w przedmiocie razgcej niewdzigcznosci. Dane zebrane w ten sposob
umozliwig prowadzenie analizy statystycznych, ktore pozwola zweryfikowaé postawione hipotezy.
Pierwsza z nich zaklada, ze skoro razgca niewdzigczno$¢ stanowi wyjatek od zasady pacta sunt
servanda, to rozstrzygnigcia stwierdzajace ja powinny stanowi¢ niewielki odsetek w probie. Kolejna
zostata sformutowana w oparciu o wyrok SN z dnia 13 pazdziernika 2005 roku i stanowi, ze sady inaczej
oceniajg zdarzenia nalezace do tej samej grupy standéw faktycznych w zalezno$ci do stopnia
pokrewienstwa mig¢dzy stronami umowy darowizny. Ostania z kolei zaklada, Zze sposdb formutowania
kryteridw razacej niewdzigczno$ci powinien by¢ bardziej jednolity na poziomie poszczegdlnych
apelacji niz na poziomie calej proby badawczej. Dotychczasowy przeglad orzecznictwa oraz badanie
pilotazowe pozwalaja stwierdzi¢, ze przy rozstrzyganiu spraw sady buduja definicje odwotujace si¢ do
réznych aspektow stanu faktycznego. Do kluczowych aspektdéw mozemy =zaliczy¢ charakter
zachowania obdarowanego, przedmiot lub podmiot na ktéry oddzialywal obdarowany, zamiar
obdarowanego oraz jego wole. Jednoczesnie, wyznaczajac zakres pojecia razacej niewdziecznosci, sady
wskazuja rdwniez na okoliczno$ci wylaczajace oceng danych zachowan jako razaco niewdzigcznych.
W szczegolnosci chodzi o sytuacje gdy darczynca prowokuje zachowania obdarowanego oraz gdy
zachowania obdarowanego pozostaja w granicach konfliktow zycia codziennego. Analiza stanow
faktycznych pozwala stwierdzi¢, ze sprawy o zobowigzanie obdarowanego do przeniesienia wtasnosci
przedmiotu darowizny gtownie rozgrywaja si¢ mig¢dzy obdarowanym i darczyncami wspdlnie
zamieszkujacymi na darowanej nieruchomosci, w szczegdlnosci gdy nieruchomos$¢ jest potozona na
terenach wiejskich.

Problematyka zastosowania art. 108 Kodeksu cywilnego do dzialania piastundéw w organach
reprezentacji osOb prawnych jest jedna z bardziej kontrowersyjnych kwestii zwigzanych z reprezentacja
0sOb prawnych. W ostatnim czasie mozna zaobserwowac rozwo0j orzecznictwa w zakresie stosowania
konstrukcji prawnych dotyczacych przedstawicielstwa do funkcjonowania organéw osob prawnych.
Zgodnie z trescig artykutu 108 Kodeksu cywilnego pefnomocnik nie moze by¢ drugq strong czynnosci
prawnej, ktorej dokonywa w imieniu mocodawcy, chyba ze co innego wynika z tresci pelnomocnictwa
albo ze ze wzgledu na tres¢ czynnosci prawnej wytgczona jest mozliwos¢ naruszenia interesow
mocodawcy. Przepis ten stosuje si¢ odpowiednio w wypadku, gdy pelnomocnik reprezentuje obie strony.
Judykatura dopuszcza stosowanie art. 108 Kodeksu cywilnego do organéw 0sob prawnych na zasadzie
analogii badz, jak wskazal Sad Najwyzszy w uchwale z dnia 12 stycznia 2022 r. (sygn. akt III CZP
24/22), wprost (cho¢ odpowiednio), na podstawie art. 2 Kodeksu spotek handlowych. Oznacza to, ze
zarowno w sytuacji, gdy dwie spotki kapitalowe reprezentuje ta sama osoba badz, jak wynika z ww.
uchwaly Sadu Najwyzszego, nie mamy do czynienia z wystgpowaniem tej samej osoby jako
dokonujgcego czynnosci prawnej, jednakze jedna z tych osdb zostala umocowana przez druga
(dziatajaca jako cztonek zarzadu mocodawcy), zastosowanie znajdzie art.

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Mentalization, effectiveness of emotion regulation, characteristics of social relations and
the sense of quality of life of older adults experiencing the Covid-19 pandemic. Report
from the pilot study

Ewelina Lapinska
(psychology)

The aim of the presentation will be to present the results and conclusions of a pilot study conducted for
the purposes of doctoral research. The sense of quality of life as well as the possessed social networks
and social support are important variables in research on late adulthood. The results of numerous studies
confirm the positive relationship of the above-mentioned variables. The Covid-19 pandemic has created
extremely difficult conditions for people in late adulthood — a group at increased risk of social isolation
and particularly vulnerable in case of falling ill. There is still little research on the psychological
functioning of people in late adulthood during pandemic. Most of the empirical and theoretical work
was devoted to the course, prevention and consequences of contracting the coronavirus in this group.
There is also a deficit of research on the relationship between mentalization and regulation of emotions
as well as the sense of quality of life of the elderly, few take into account the mentioned mental functions
in the context of possessed social networks. Taking into account the above, a study was planned, the
aim of which was to try to answer the following research questions: Is there a relationship between
the sense of quality of life in late adulthood, characteristics of social relations, mentalization and
difficulties in emotion regulation? How do older adults with high and low sense of quality of life
experience the pandemic? Two stages of the study were planned, using mixed methods. The first stage
(quantitative) includes an analysis of the relationship between the sense of quality of life (Stras-
Romanowska, Oleszkowicz and Frackowiak’s Questionnaire), the level of social networks built (the
Polish version of the Courage Social Networks Index), the level of mentalization (the Polish version of
Reflective Functioning Questionnaire) and the level of difficulty in emotion regulation (Polish version
of Difficulties in Emotion Regulation Scale-SF). The second part of the study is exploratory, which
determined the idiographic approach and the choice of a qualitative method - in-depth individual
interviews, allowing for exploring the experience of study participants in the areas discussed above.
The presentation will summarize the results of the qualitative part of the pilot study: analysis of the
main themes appearing in the narratives of seniors (Braun and Clarke, 2016). The quantitative data was
not analyzed in the pilot study due to sample size, the possibility of implementing the procedures for
the actual study was checked exclusively.

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Critical Infrastructure protection after Covid-19 pandemic

Amelia Tomalska
(security studies)

Critical infrastructure provides the most essential services to the society such as food, water, energy,
transportation, health, financial services. Because of its critical character, critical infrastructure is
exposed to the variety of threats. The recently experienced Covid-19 pandemic has led many to realise
that biological hazards are still present and might be even more difficult to predict and more frequent
in the future. It caused supply chain, cascading disruptions across sectoral boundaries due to high
connectivity, dependence on global suppliers and obstacles in production, transportation of goods and
movement of the people. During pandemic one could also observed a massive wave of cyberattacks,
false and misleading information which aimed to hamper countries’ response actions. Despite these
negative connotations, the Covid-19 pandemic enabled many to realise the deficiencies of current,
prevention-based approach to critical infrastructure protection and incorrectness in defining critical
infrastructure. To highlight critical infrastructure complex, socio- technical nature there is an urgent
need to shift the understanding of critical infrastructure from an object-oriented approach towards
essential services/functions. Moreover, due to fast changing threat landscape, including the
unpredictability of future impacts of biological threats, and other emerging threats, the current,
prevention-based approach to critical infrastructure protection require a change to resilience-based
approach. The resilience, unlike prevention strategies, is based on the assumption that it is not possible
to prevent all threats from happening, but rather the focus should be placed on abilities of critical
infrastructure to manage any upcoming crisis situation. This approach, by highlighting the importance
of capability of critical infrastructure to react, absorb the impact of the adverse event, recover and adapt
to the new environment in cooperation with the public sector, would make critical infrastructure more
secure. The aim of this presentation is to present the problem with regard to the definition of critical
infrastructure, its content, and also the limitations of current approach to critical infrastructure
protection. The example relating to the Covid-19 crisis shows the practices adopted and suggest possible
steps forward. The hypothesis is based on the assumption that defining critical infrastructure in terms
of critical services/functions and the approach to critical infrastructure protection based on resilience
foster the security of critical infrastructure. The research methodology implemented in this research is
based on a critical analysis of the existing literature.

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COVID-19 Pandemic and the reshaping of African Union Peace Support Operations

(political science and public administration)

The COVID-19 pandemic which started in December 2019 greatly affected institutions world over and
disrupted normality in almost every society in the world. Despite its slow spread and minimal
devastating effects on the African continent as compared to the rest of the world, the effects of the
COVID-19 pandemic in Africa exposed and compounded pre-existing social, political, and
environmental vulnerabilities, especially in conflict-affected countries and regions; and have severely
stress-tested such countries and regions’ social cohesion and resilience (De Coning, 2021). The African
Union (AU), an institution which emerged with the goal of responding effectively to the problems of
contemporary Africa, especially armed conflict (Omorogbe, 2011); and that is largely responsible for
ensuring peace and security in Africa was not spared. Therefore, this paper focuses on how the COVID-
19 pandemic impacted on peace support operations conducted by the AU, influencing institutional
changes in regards to how the institution responds to armed conflict. The paper largely relies on analysis
of literature mainly in the form of reports by the AU, governmental and non-governmental
organisations, journal articles and published books in establishing the extent to which the COVID-19
pandemic influenced institutional change in the AU. The paper is developed on a hypothesis that a
change in the external environment is a major force that influences institutional change (North, 2018).
Thus, the changes brought by the COVID-19 pandemic must have influenced permanent changes on
the AU’s intervention strategies in conflict-affected countries and regions in Africa. Preliminary
conclusions show that the COVID-19 pandemic and the measures put in place to contain it certainly
disrupted how institutions across the world operate. The AU and other institutions in peace support
operations have had to remodel their operations to include the complexities introduced by the pandemic.

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Municipal public health policy in Poland and its potential determinants

Wojciech Gadek
(political science and public administration)

For centuries, municipal governments have played an important role in handling population health
problems. It was Venice, where the first modern quarantine was implemented when the plague
threatened the city. It was Liverpool that had implemented a sanitary legislation two years before the
national Public Health Act 1848 came into existence in the United Kingdom. During the COVID-19
pandemic, municipalities have once again been at the forefront, initiating and complementing various
public health actions (cf. Adeel et al., 2020). As we face novel and reoccurring population health
challenges in local environments, there is a growing need to better understand local public health policy
and its determinants. In my research project, I plan to employ a comparative method of growing
popularity — Qualitative Comparative Analysis (QCA, Schneider & Wagemann, 2012) — to explain
divergent patterns of municipal public health policy in 38 Polish city counties (the cities with at least
100 000 inhabitants in 2019). Municipal spending on public health programs (per capita) is the main
indicator describing local public health efforts used in the presented project. This spending represents
the choice of municipal governments whether to allocate money to public health tasks, as: non-
compulsory vaccination programs, health education programs in schools, anti-obesity schemes, health
promotion advertising campaigns, etc. Obtained results of the QCA will lead to case studies of
particularly interesting municipalities. Case studies will help to assess the validity of comparative
findings for individual city counties, leading to in-depth descriptions of municipal public health systems
(guided by the Local Welfare Systems perspective, see, e.g., Andreotti et al., 2012; Andreotti &
Mingione, 2016; Johansson, 2016). As such, both parts of the analysis will complement each other. At
the current stage of the project, I am reviewing the literature on potential determinants of municipal
public health spending. Likewise, the data set needed to conduct the QCA is being completed. During
the conference, [ will discuss conditions that influence public health spending at the local level and their
possible operationalization.

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Polish Incidental Legislation

Michatl Gajewski
(law)

There is more and more evidence for the downfall of classic statutory legislation. Since the XIX century,
parliamentary legislation and statutes have been constantly evolving. Nowadays, especially during the
global COVID-19 pandemic, we can observe a true explosion of incidental legislation, i.e. non-classical
forms of legislation, particulary special-bills. By Polish special bill, I understand a piece of legislation
that doesn’t derogate from or amend generally applicable law, but instead, it constitutes a certain
exception to it, in most cases, suspending the application of numerous provisions. In the majority of
cases, special bills also has the attribute of being maintained only for a certain period of time which is
determined in advance. It can be distinguished from classical statutes by its form, legislation procedure,
but most of all, by its goals and scope of legislation. The main goal of my research is a complex and
multilevel analysis of the Polish so-called special bills. The results of my research will be a
comprehensive overview of the Polish practice of “special bills” and the ability to place them within
the global forms of the incidental legislation group. By presenting the genesis of incidental legislation,
the research will show the problems it creates, and it will help in foreseeing the future of this type of
legislation. It is noteworthy that up till now there have not been any studies that include more than one
“special bill” in their scope. In that manner, my research will be pioneering and will make a significant
contribution to legal science.

Z uwagi na wzrost dtugosci zycia i coraz wigkszy odsetek 0sob starszych po 65 roku zycia badacze z
takich dziedzin nauk jak psychologia, pedagogika, ekonomia czy tez antropologia coraz czg$ciej
koncentrujg si¢ na problemach dotyczacych tej czes$ci spoteczenstwa, ktdra staje si¢ coraz liczniejsza.
Chociaz osoby starsze sg coraz bardziej widoczne w mediach, o czym $wiadczy coraz wigksza liczba
programéw telewizyjnych z ich udziatem, to kwestie dotyczace demencji nadal sg tematem, ktory jest
bardzo rzadko poruszany zaréwno w dyskursie publicznym, jak i w filmach i programach
telewizyjnych. Celem niniejszego wystapienia bedzie proba spojrzenia na t¢ czgsto wystgpujaca u 0osoéb
starszych chorobe otepienng z punktu widzenia opiekuna, ktorym najcze$ciej jest najblizszy cztonek
rodziny - wspotmatzonek, rodzenstwo czy tez dziecko osoby z diagnoza choroby otgpiennej. Poruszenie
tej kwestii wydaje si¢ by¢ niezwykle istotne, gdyz demencja jest nie tylko chorobg osoby, ktora
otrzymata diagnoze. Jest choroba, ktorej skutki sg gieboko odczuwane przez najblizszych cztonkow
rodziny 1 przez opiekunow, ktorzy nierzadko petigc role gtdéwnego opiekuna muszg zmagac si¢ z
ogromnym obcigzeniem emocjonalnym, fizycznym oraz ekonomicznym. Hipoteza: Problemy zwigzane
z byciem opiekunem osoby cierpigcej na demencj¢ sa bardzo rzadko poruszane w filmach. Bardzo
czgsto nie przedstawia si¢ opiekundéw osob chorych na Alzheimera jako osob, ktérych zycie bardzo
czesto jest calkowicie podporzadkowane chorej osobie. Opis metodologii: uzywajac termindéw takich
jak: demencja, choroba Alzheimera czy tez opiekun w IMDb (Internetowa Baza Filmowa) wybrane
zostang produkcje wyemitowane w latach 1990-2022, ktore najbardziej poruszaja powyzsza
problematyke, a nastgpnie zostanie dokonana ich analiza. Wstgpne wnioski: Tematyka dotyczaca
choroby Alzheimera jest rzadko poruszana w filmach i programach telewizyjnych. Malo uwagi
poswigca si¢ w szczegdlnosci osobom, ktore sg opiekunami osob chorych na Alzheimera. Nie
przedstawia si¢ trudow finansowych, spotecznych jak i emocjonalnych z ktérymi musi si¢ zmierzy¢
opiekun.

Jeszcze do XVIII wieku na catlym $wiecie struktury demograficzne charakteryzowaly si¢ niewielkim
udziatem 0so6b powyzej 65 roku zycia, ktorych proporcjonalny udziat w spoteczenstwie wynosit 1:100
(Tomczyk, 2015, s. 13). Nastepujace zaledwie w przeciggu kolejnych dwoch wiekdw przemiany
demograficzne sprawily, ze wzrosta $rednia dtugos¢ zycia oraz spadia liczba urodzen. Skutkiem
opisanych przemian demograficznych jest zjawisko starzenia si¢ spoleczenstw. Europa jako kontynent
dominuje pod wzgledem tempa zachodzacych w niej przemian demograficznych. Prég demograficzne;j
staro$ci wedtug ONZ pojawia si¢ wtedy, kiedy 7% spoteczenstwa danego kraju lub regionu jest w wicku
powyzej 65 lat. Polska przekroczyla ten prog w 1967 roku (Synak, 2002, s. 11-14). Jak wynika z
prognoz na rok 2050 (Bank Swiatowy, Open Data), senioréw bedzie sukcesywnie przybywaé, az ich
procentowy udziat w populacji Unii Europejskiej wyniesie 30,7 proc. W tym samym czasie prognozuje
si¢ powolny spadek procentowego udziatu osdéb w wieku przedprodukcyjnym do poziomu 13,7 proc.
Globalizacja starzenia si¢ populacji jest szczegdlnie widoczna w czterech podstawowych obszarach
dziatalnosci cztowieka: panstwie, gospodarce, rodzinie i na poziomie jednostki. W konteks$cie panstwa
najpowazniejsze zmiany obejmuja destabilizacj¢ budzetu - znaczny wzrost kosztow emerytur i
wydatkow na opieke zdrowotng. W sferze gospodarczej odnosza si¢ do zawezenia rynkow pracy i
konsumentow, wyzszych kosztow pracy oraz zwigkszonej podazy w krytycznych sektorach gospodarki,
takich jak handel detaliczny czy budownictwo. W rodzinie najpowazniejsze zmiany obejmuja
jednoczesne zycie przedstawicieli czterech pokolen, co eskaluje koszty utrzymania i zwigksza role
rodziny w zabezpieczeniu srodkow do zycia najstarszym pokoleniom. W przypadku jednostek zmiany
te dotycza obnizenia emerytur, podwyzszenia sktadek na ubezpieczenie spoteczne oraz zwigkszenia roli
oszczednosci osobistych w rozwigzywaniu probleméw zwiagzanych ze staroscig. (Moody 1994,
Kalache, Baltes & Smith 2002; Dychtwald & Kadlec 2005; Bengston & Oyama 2007; Wozniak, 2012).
W Traktacie Amsterdamskim UE (1997) uznaje si¢ kluczowa role mediow publicznych w realizacji
demokratycznych, kulturalnych i wspolnotowych potrzeb kazdego spoteczenstwa. Telewizje publiczne,
wypeniajac obowiazek realizacji misji publicznej, wykorzystuja emitowane w nich audycje jako czesé
szeroko rozumianej edukacji spotecznej. Ich wysoka ogladalno$¢ oraz nasycenie lokalnymi tresciami
sprawiaja, ze programy telewizyjne sg waznym czynnikiem konstruowania tozsamosci zbiorowej oraz
tworzenia narodow (Arcimowicz, 2013; Harrington & Bielby, 2005). Rodzime produkcje medialne
spelniajg tak wazng role, poniewaz stanowig repozytorium norm i obyczajow spotecznych,
uwzgledniajacych wzorce zachowan, stereotypy odnoszace si¢ do wizji rodziny czy kariery, a takze
wzmacniajg postawy wobec wyzwan cywilizacyjnych, takich jak starzenie si¢ populacji (Hobson, 2003;

Zostali oni
dostrzezeni jako grupa konsumentéw mediow oraz jako podmioty w mediach wystepujace. Przemiany
wizerunku seniorow sg zauwazalne zaréwno podczas analizy zawarto$ci mediow jak 1 wywiadow
focusowych, w ktérych negatywny wizerunek osob starych ustepuje miejsca prawdziwej ,.silver
power!”.

Postrzegana dotychczas jako mocarstwo Federacja Rosyjska nie jest zdolna do egzekucji wtasnych
plandéw strategicznych w swoim bezpos$rednim sgsiedztwie co podwaza jej mozliwosci globalnej
projekcji sity lub konkurowanie z innymi potggami. Inwazja na Ukraing 24 lutego 2022 r. obnazyta
stabo$¢ panstwa rosyjskiego i przyspieszyla dekonstrukcje dotychczasowego tadu $wiatowego.
Jednakze paradoksalnie zahamowala trwajacy proces tranzycji potegi. Wieszczony koniec pax
americana, czyli dominacji USA w polityce $wiatowej, stoi obecnie pod znakiem zapytania i w duzej
mierze kierunek nadchodzacych zmian zalezy od wynikow trwajacej w Europie wojny. Ukraina
postrzegana jako stabsza wcigz stawia odpor agresji. Pozwala to na zweryfikowanie wielu pogladow
potocznych oraz réwniez zakorzenionych glteboko w nauce dotyczacych rosyjskiej potegi militarnej i
politycznej. Mit drugiej armii $wiata legt w pierwszych tygodniach wojny. Specyfika rosyjskiej kultury
strategicznej zostala odmitologizowana przez bledy i niedostatki w egzekucji planow na wszystkich
szczeblach dowodzenia armig oraz zarzadzania aparatem panstwowym. Braki szczegolnie widoczne sg
w rozpoznaniu wlasnych mozliwosci do prowadzenia tego typu operacji. Dodatkowo utrata kontroli
narracyjnej na rzecz Ukrainy doprowadzita do ostatecznego upadku wizerunkowego i zdekonspirowata
stosowane zarowno do wewnatrz jak i na zewnatrz mechanizmy dezinformacyjno-propagandowe.
Wojna przeorganizowala stosunki dyplomatyczne w Europie i na $wiecie wypychajac Federacje
Rosyjska poza krag panstw europejskich i uniemozliwiajac jej wymiang handlowg na wczesniejszym
poziomie. Przyczynita si¢ rowniez do rozszerzenie NATO oraz intensyfikacji dziatan sojuszu w
regionie. Zrealizowal si¢ wigc scenariusz, ktorego uniknigcie bylo wpisane w wigkszos¢ dostepnych
rosyjskich dokumentow doktrynalnych i analiz zachodnich ekspertéw. Celem mojego wystgpienia jest
zarysowanie dynamiki badanych procesow migdzynarodowych zwigzanych z przemianami ladu
$wiatowego w odniesieniu do pozycji jednego z badanych panstw - Federacji Rosyjskiej. Przedstawig
stosowane metody badawcze w kontekscie tematu dysertacji, planuje zaprezentowac jeden z celow
badawczych, czyli okreslenie kultury strategicznej Federacji Rosyjskiej oraz wykreowane wokot niej
mity, ktore trwajgca “operacja specjalna” pozwala obali¢. Wystapienie oparte zostanie w wigkszo$ci o
monografie Marka Budzisza pt. Wszystko jest wojna: szkice o rosyjskiej kulturze strategicznej oraz
artykut Roberta Kupieckiego pt. ,,Mit zatozycielski” polityki zagranicznej Rosji, a takze wsparte
odwotaniem do rosyjskich dokumentow strategicznych.

Z jednej strony za sprawg szybko postepujgcej nauki i rozwojowi technologicznemu, z drugiej za$ za
sprawg ilosci wyzwan czy kryzysow migdzynarodowych, ktore zaczgly si¢ na siebie naktadac
(pandemia, globalne ocieplenie, wojna w europie, migracje itp.). Tym zjawiskom towarzyszy
gigantyczny rozrost technologii przekazu informacyjnego (ICT), ktory swym ogromem dodatkowo
powoduje stres informacyjny spoteczenstwa oraz spltyca odbior i zrozumienie zdarzen. W tym
konteksScie coraz wigcej ludzi zaczeto szuka¢ odpowiedzi w teoriach spiskowych, ktore obecnie petnig
role spotecznych mitow, majacych na celu prosto i zrozumiale (na tzw. chlopski rozum) wyjasni¢
otaczajacy nas $wiat (prosto i falszywie). Ten trend spoleczny jest dodatkowo wykorzystywany,
podjudzany i sterowany przez rosyjskie osrodki propagandowe.

Hipoteza 1: Rosja (bez wzglgdu na ustroj) jest pierwszym wspotczesnym panstwem, ktore kreuje i
wykorzystuje teorie spiskowe jako staty element polityki migdzynarodowe;.

Hipoteza 2: Rosja w trakcie pandemii SARS-COV-2 i wojny napastniczej w Ukrainie wykorzystuje
ponownie w nowoczesny sposob swoje dawne operacje ,,Protokoty Medrcow Syjonu”; ,,Operacja
Infektion” w domenie INFO i PSY OPS.

Przedmiotem badan sg rosyjskie operacje w przestrzeni informacyjnej takie jak: ,,Protokolty Medrcow
Syjonu”, ,,Operacja Infektion” i jej wspolczesna kontynuacja ,,Secondery Infektion”. Celem badan jest
dazenie do wzbogacenia wiedzy o osobach, rzeczach i zjawiskach bedacych przedmiotem badan aby
nie tylko lepiej je zrozumiec¢ ale i skuteczniej przeciwdziatac.

Analiza historyczna i synteza danych, w tym dokumentow zrédtowych i big data pokazuja, iz obecnie,
to znaczy w 3 dekadzie XXI wieku, rosyjskie sluzby, propagandzisci oraz o$rodki propagandowe
odtwarzaja operacje informacyjne oparte na teoriach spiskowych z kofica XX wieku i adaptuja do
biezacych wydarzen, takich jak pandemia SARS-COV-2 czy rosyjska inwazja na Ukraine. Przykladem
starej operacji wykorzystywanej ponownie z uwzglednieniem nowoczesnych narzgdzi do infekowania
przestrzeni informacyjnej jest ,,Operacja Infektion”. Elementy tej operacji z lat 80 XX wieku byly
obecne w trakcie trwania pandemii oraz obecnie trwajgcej rosyjskiej wojny napastniczej w Ukrainie.

(sexual and gender-based violence SGBV) oraz tagodzenia skutkéw traumy po doswiadczeniu SGBV,
ktorej doswiadczyty kobiety z Ukrainy docierajace do Polski w ostatnich miesigcach.

Autorka usitowata przesledzi¢ proces strukturalizacji i rozwoju oferty pomocowej na przestrzeni trzech
miesigcy od pierwszych dni po wybuchu pelnoskalowej wojny w Ukrainie. Przygladata si¢ zarowno
zroédtom zastanym (ulotki, materiaty w mediach spotecznosciowych kierowanych do Ukrainek), jak i
prowadzita wywiady z osobami zaangazowanymi w pomoc.

Sytuacja, w ktorej znalazto si¢ $rodowisko pozarzadowe oraz lokalne struktury zajmujgce si¢
przeciwdzialaniem przemocy i wspieraniem o0sob jej do$wiadczajacych (m.in. centra interwencji
kryzysowej, osrodki pomocy spotecznej) jest wyjatkowo trudna. Sktada si¢ na to m.in. skala migracji
Ukrainek do Polski, bariera jezykowa, brak przygotowania do pracy z klientkami, ktore do§wiadczyty
uchodzstwa i przemocy charakterystycznej dla konfliktow zbrojnych.

W ostatnich latach szczegdlng uwage zwigzang z dostosowaniem przepisow antymonopolowych do
sektora cyfrowego poswigcono kontroli koncentracji i sposobom przeciwdziatania tak zwanym
zabojczym przejgciom. Zabdjcze przejecia to przejgcia matych, innowacyjnych spotek (start-upow)
przez przedsigbiorstwa o znaczacej sile rynkowej — takie transakcje sg okreslane w niniejszych
badaniach jako przejecia konglomeratowe.
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Z jednej strony, przejgcia start-upow odgrywaja wazng role w ulatwianiu przedsigbiorczosci i innowacji
(np. Rasmusen, 1988). Potaczenie zasobow przedsigbiorstwa typu start-up (np. okreslonego zestawu
danych), ustug lub produktéw z zasobami platformy cyfrowej moze zapewni¢ powstatemu w wyniku
potaczenia podmiotowi znaczng przewage konkurencyjng nad jego konkurentami. Z drugiej strony,
takie przejgcia mogg mie¢ negatywny wplyw na strukture rynku, konkurencje¢ i rozpowszechnianie
innowacji (Bourreau and de Streel, 2020). Badania prezentowane w wystgpieniu opierajg si¢ na
zatozeniu, ze konieczne jest sformutowanie adekwatnej 1 skutecznej odpowiedzi unijnego ustawodawcy
na problem przeje¢ konglomeratowych. Jednocze$nie, taka odpowiedZ nie moze naruszaé
fundamentalnych zasad prawa, takich jak zasada pewnos$ci prawa lub zasada ochrony uzasadnionych
oczekiwan.

Punktem zwrotnym w tym zakresie byt wrzesien 2020 roku, w ktorym Komisja Europejska oglosita
reinterpretacj¢ art. 22 rozporzadzenia w sprawie kontroli koncentracji przedsigbiorstw (EUMR). Nowa
polityka w tym zakresie oznacza, ze Komisja akceptuje wnioski krajowych organéw ochrony
konkurencji w celu zbadania transakcji, ktére nie speiniaja krajowych lub unijnych progow
powodujacych obowigzek zgtoszenia. Celem byto zapewnienie, aby transakcje, ktore moglyby zaklocic¢
konkurencjg, nie zostaly pominiete.

Celem wystgpienia jest omowienie nowej polityki Komisji Europejskiej majacej przeciwdziatac
przejeciom konglomeratowym na rynkach cyfrowych z perspektywy zasady pewnos$ci prawa. Chociaz
ratio legis art. 22 rozporzadzenia o kontroli koncentracji przedsigbiorstw miato na celu zwigkszenie
pewnosci prawa, jego obecna interpretacja ogtoszona przez Komisje wydaje si¢ daleka od pierwotnego,
historycznego celu. Jedna z kluczowych zalet unijnego systemu kontroli koncentracji przedsigbiorstw
jest przewidywalnos$¢ czy transakcja bedzie analizowana przez wlasciwe organy krajowe czy Komisje
Europejska. Wszelkie wyjatki powinny by¢ waskie, dobrze ugruntowane i nie opiera¢ si¢ na
subiektywnym i arbitralnym sceptycyzmie wobec transakcji na rynkach cyfrowych. Jednakze, nowa
polityka Komisji Europejskiej w zakresie przeje¢ konglomeratowych, wydaje si¢ przeczy¢ tym
dyrektywom.

Prezentowane badania opierajg si¢ na metodzie formalno-dogmatycznej, a takze na studium przypadku.
Wstepne wnioski wskazujg, ze zasada pewnoS$ci prawa jest jedng z ogdlnych zasad prawa Unii i
podstawowym elementem praworzadnosci. Wymaga ona, z jednej strony, aby przepisy prawa byly
jasne 1 precyzyjne, a z drugiej strony, aby ich stosowanie bylo przewidywalne dla oséb im
podlegajacych. W szczegodlnosci zasada ta wymaga, aby przepisy umozliwiaty adresatom jednoznaczne
okreslenie, jakie sg ich prawa i obowigzki.

Poszanowanie zasady pewno$ci prawa ma zasadnicze znaczenie rowniez dla unijnego systemu kontroli
koncentracji przedsigbiorstw. Wytyczne KE dotyczace art. 22 rozporzadzenia w sprawie kontroli
koncentracji przedsiebiorstw, zachecajace krajowe organy ochrony konkurencji do odsytania spraw
dotyczgcych transakcji ponizej progdéw obrotu, miaty na celu zwigkszenie pewnosci prawa. Wydaje si¢
jednak, ze wytyczne KE jedynie poglebily problemy zwigzane z analizg przez organy ochrony
konkurencji tzw. zabojczych przejec.

W sprawie Illumina/Grail Sad UE potwierdzit jednak, ze nowa wyktadnia art. 22 zaproponowana przez
KE jest zgodna z prawem Unii. Margines swobody przyznany KE i krajowym organom ochrony
konkurencji, ktore teraz mogg arbitralnie decydowac o tym, czy przeanalizowa¢ transakcje, moze by¢
bardzo kosztowny dla sektora prywatnego.

2 Traktatu o Unii Europejskiej (TUE) w przypadku stosowania unijnego prawa
bankowego, zarowno regulujacego dziatalnos¢ bankow i1 innych instytucji kredytowych w Unii
Europejskiej, jak i umowach bankowych z udzialem konsumentow. Dotychczasowy rozwoj
orzecznictwa oraz przeglad stanowisk doktryny wskazuje za szerokim zastosowaniem tej zasady, nie
tylko w stosunkach publicznoprawnych, ale réwniez prywatnoprawnych, jezeli nast¢puje element
wladczy. Irrelewantne jest przy tym, czy wladczos¢ ta ma charakter prawny, czy rowniez ekonomiczny
badz wynikajacy z innej przewagi, ktora to przewaga wynika z wykonywania prawa podmiotowego
przyznanego przez prawo. Dobor przedmiotu badania wydaje si¢ celowy co najmniej z dwu przyczyn.
Po pierwsze, o ile literatura i orzecznictwo odnotowaty jasne mozliwos$ci zastosowania zasady panstwa
prawnego w prawie konkurencji, w tym w postgpowaniach nadzorczych, tak mozliwos¢ taka i zakres
ewentualnego zastosowania nie zostal zanalizowany w odniesieniu do sektora bankowego. ktory
odgrywa istotne znaczenie w funkcjonowaniu spoteczenstw oraz panstw. Po drugie, sektor bankowy
odgrywa istotne znaczenie w funkcjonowaniu spoleczenstw, panstw, jak i samych jednostek w obrocie
cywilnoprawnym (juz Marks zauwazyl, Zze system kapitalistyczny jest ekonomig bankierow). Sytuacje
wystepujace m.in. w polskim systemie nadzoru bankowego pokazuja, ze nadzoér administraciji
publicznej nad bankami moze by¢ objety decyzjami wydanymi na szczeblu politycznym. Nauka historii
stosunkow gospodarczych pokazuje za$, ze ryzyko plynno$ciowe badz rozwigzania jednego banku
silnie oddziatuje na inne banki w panstwie, jak i nawet poza granicami panstwa, co wynika ze sposobu
funkcjonowania bankow, ktére sg czgsto swoimi wzajemnymi akcjonariuszami, jak i wierzycielami
oraz dtuznikami. Po do$wiadczeniach kryzysu finansowego z roku 2008, Unia Europejska podj¢ta dwa
dziatania: po pierwsze, ujednolicita przepisy prawa przedmiotowego, po drugie, wprowadzita wspolny
system nadzoru dla jednostek sektora bankowego w strefie euro. Panstwa spoza strefy euro zachowaty
kompetencje do sprawowania nadzoru (w wypadku Polski jest to KNF i inne instytucje, np. BFG). Na
zasade panstwa prawnego skladaja si¢ obowiazki przestrzegania przez wiladze publiczne praw
podstawowych jednostek, czy tez zapewnienie niezaleznego i niezawistego rozpoznania sprawy przez
organ lub sad.

Wstep. Niezalezne organy regulacyjne (NOR) stanowig zjawisko bezposrednio zwigzane z prawem
Unii Europejskiej. NOR definiowane sg jako ciala, ktorych zadaniem jest ochrona konkurencji i
konsumentdéw na réznych rynkach, takich jak energetyczny, telekomunikacyjny, mediow
audiowizualnych czy kolejowy. Uznawane s3 za jeden z rodzajow niezaleznych organow
administracyjnych (Maggetti 2010), ktore okresla si¢ jako oddzielone od innych instytucji,
wyspecjalizowane, niewigkszo$ciowe organy publiczne, ktére ani nie pochodzg z wyboréw
powszechnych, ani nie sg bezposrednio zarzadzane przez organy wytonione w ten sposob (Thatcher &
Stone Sweet 2002). W 2020 roku wprowadzono w Polsce zmiany legislacyjne, ktore spowodowaty
skrocenie kadencji NOR odpowiedzialnego za rynek komunikacji elektronicznej. Sytuacje t¢ z
niepokojem odnotowali przedstawiciele Komisji Europejskiej. Pojawity si¢ watpliwosci, czy dziatanie
to nie narusza niezaleznosci tego NOR. Jest to tylko jedna z wielu podobnych kontrowersji, ktore
dotyczyly tego typu instytucji w Unii Europejskiej (UE) w ostatnich latach. Przypadki te pokazuja, jak
wazne jest wlasciwe zrozumienie statusu NOR i precyzyjne okreslenie, jakiego rodzaju instytucjonalne,
organizacyjne 1 prawne standardy sktadajg si¢ na ide¢ ich niezaleznosci. Zagadnienie to byto dotad
przedmiotem zainteresowania badaczy administracji publicznej jedynie w odniesieniu do wybranych
standardow (zob. np. Gilardi 2005; Hanretty & Coop 2012).

Cel badawczy. Autor stawia sobie za cel zbadanie literatury i orzecznictwa TSUE pod katem
sformutowanych tam konkretnych standardow niezalezno$ci NOR. Bedzie kierowat si¢ w tym zakresie
nadrzednym pytaniem, o to, co znaczy posiadanie statusu NOR. W szczegolnosci interesowac bedzie
go to, w jaki sposob status NOR r6zni si¢ od innych niezaleznych organow administracyjnych, a w
konsekwencji, co czyni NOR pod tym wzgledem wyjatkowymi. Integralng cze¢scig badania bedzie
poszukiwanie ograniczen niezaleznosci NOR.

Hipotezy. Kierujac si¢ wynikami badania Szescito (2021) autor postawit dwie hipotezy: 1) unijny model
struktury instytucjonalnej IRA jest ogolny i elastyczny, skupia si¢ na ustalaniu ogoélnych zasad i
oczekiwanych wynikow, a nie na dazeniu do konwergencji modeli instytucjonalnych, co daje panstwom
cztonkowskim duze pole manewru przy projektowaniu IRA; 2) jednoczesnie UE nie respektuje w tym
wzgledzie pelnej suwerenno$ci administracyjnej panstw czlonkowskich, poniewaz mogloby to
potencjalnie podwazyC jej cele polityczne, jako ze IRA pozbawione gwarancji i standardow
niezaleznos$ci ustanowionych przez prawo UE moglyby nie petli¢ roli straznikow rynkow
regulowanych.

Wstepne wnioski. Zgodnie ze wstepnymi wynikami badan autora, wyrazone w przepisach prawa UE
standardy niezaleznosci NOR mozna zaklasyfikowaé¢ do jednej z nastepujacych kategorii: ,,prawnie
odseparowany” i ,funkcjonalnie niezalezny” status, zdolno$¢ do samodzielnego prowadzenia
postgpowan administracyjnych i wydawania aktéw administracyjnych, niezaleznos¢ od wszystkich
podmiotow publicznych i prywatnych, projektowanie organdéw zarzadzajacych NOR, autonomia w
zakresie zarzadzania (budzetowania i zarzadzania zasobami ludzkimi). W zakresie zrodet ograniczenia
niezalezno$ci NOR mozna wskaza¢ na nastepujace rodzaje czynnikow: zasada legalizmu, ogdlne
wytyczne polityki, scentralizowany system rekrutacji do stuzby cywilnej, ograniczenia budzetowe i
nadzor finansowy.

Metody badawcze. Podstawowa metodg badawczg zastosowang przez autora bedzie przeglad
systematyczny. Przeanalizuje on ponad 300 publikacji dotyczacych formalnej i1 faktycznej
niezaleznos$ci NOR, skupiajgc si¢ na ich standardach kompetencyjnych, organizacyjnych, zarzadczych,
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funkcjonalnych i finansowych. Wezmie pod uwage nie tylko publikacje naukowe wydane w
recenzowanych czasopismach, ale takze tzw. szarg literature, ktorej nie mozna poming¢ ze wzgledu na
jej wkiad w konceptualizacje¢ niezaleznosci NOR. Dotyczy to w szczegolnosci raportow Komisji
Europejskiej, europejskich sieci regulatorow, organizacji migdzynarodowych i think tankéw. Ponadto
autor przeprowadzi analize¢ prawng przepisow dyrektyw unijnych regulujacych niezaleznos¢ NOR
odpowiedzialnych za poszczegodlne sektory, a takze wydanych w tym zakresie orzeczen TSUE.

Problemy zwigzane z umowami kredytow indeksowanych lub denominowanych do waluty obcej, w
szczegolnosci franka szwajcarskiego, majg istotne znaczenie spoleczne i gospodarcze. Na szczegdlng
uwage, wérod licznych aspektow prawnych, zastugujg konsekwencje eliminacji klauzul abuzywnych
dla dalszych losow umowy. Pomimo znaczenia tego zagadnienia nie doczekalo si¢ ono odrebnej i
kompleksowej analizy w dotychczasowej literaturze prawniczej. Celem referatu pozostaje wyrdznienie
i analiza teoretycznych koncepcji opisujacych relacj¢ miedzy stronami umowy kredytowej po
wyeliminowaniu z jej tre$ci postanowien abuzywnych. W tym celu wyrdzniono nastepujgce koncepcje:
(1) niewazno$¢ umowy, (2) dalsze obowigzywanie umowy przy jednoczesnym pozbawieniu jej cech
kredytu indeksowanego lub denominowanego do waluty obcej, (3) dalsze obowigzywanie umowy przy
jednoczesnym zastgpieniu postanowien abuzywnych krajowymi przepisami dyspozytywnymi w
rozumieniu orzecznictwa Trybunalu Sprawiedliwosci Unii Europejskiej. Powyzsze koncepcje zostaty
zidentyfikowane w oparciu o prawo polskie, w szczegélnosci Kodeks Cywilny, Dyrektywe Rady
93/13/EWG, poglady doktryny i orzecznictwa (krajowego i unijnego) oraz perspektywe prawno-
porownawczg systemow, w ktorych wystepowaty kredyty indeksowane lub denominowane do walut
obcych. Przyjeta metodologia — w tym metoda formalno-dogmatyczna oraz prawno-porownawcza,
zostanie szczegdélowo omoéwiona w toku wywodu. Ponadto, przedstawione zostang wnioski badawcze
obejmujace identyfikacje koncepcji modelowej (3) oraz tej ktora powinna by¢ stosowana w praktyce
sadowej na gruncie obowigzujagcego prawa (1). Szeroka perspektywa badania pozwoli na
sformutowanie wnioskow analizowanego problemu w dwodch aspektach - w ramach obowiazujacego
prawa i praktyki jego stosowania, a takze potencjalnej przysztej legislacji.

Celem wystapienia jest prezentacja wstepnych wynikéw badan prowadzonych nad procesem
instytucjonalizacji praktyk zwigzanych z dzieleniem si¢ mlekiem ludzkim we wspotczesnych
spoleczenstwach europejskich. Cho¢ w ostatnich latach obserwujemy znaczacy rozwoj bankowania
mleka ludzkiego (Weaver et al. 2019; Cassidy 2022), nieformalnego dzielenia si¢ nim (Carter et al.
2018) oraz jego sprzedazy (Dawson 2011), mleko ludzkie i powyzsze zjawiska pozostajg
nieuregulowane w wigkszosci krajow europejskich, a tam, gdzie regulacje istniejg, sa one niezwykle
zroznicowane (Klotz et al. 2022; Kostenzer et al. 2021). Zaréwno brak jakichkolwiek regulacji, jak i
OWo zroéznicowanie, niosg ze sobg powazne konsekwencje dla praktyk spotecznych (Konotopodi et al.
2021; Klotz et al. 2022; Kostenzer et al. 2021; Akre et al. 2011). W celu odpowiedzi na pytanie
badawcze o to, jak przenikajg si¢ wzajemnie poziom regulacji prawnych oraz praktyk spotecznych i
jakie konsekwencje niosg ze sobg zr6znicowane modele regulacyjne, jakie mozemy obserwowacé w
Europie przeprowadzono analizy dogmatyczne polaczone z analiza tresci dokumentow zastanych
zwigzanych z politykami publicznymi i regulacjami prawnym w zakresie bankowania, nieformalnych
wymian oraz sprzedazy mleka ludzkiego w 5 panstwach cztonkowskich Unii Europejskiej
reprezentujacych zréznicowane podejscie normatywne do powyzszych praktyk. W kazdym z
wybranych krajow przeprowadzono rdéwniez szereg wywiadow poglebionych z ekspertami
zaangazowanymi w praktyki dzielenia si¢ mlekiem ludzkim na réznych polach. Ponadto, zostaly
przeprowadzone analizy dyskursu legislacyjnego na poziomie wspolnotowym zwigzane z rewizja
dyrektyw Komisji Europejskiej: The Blood Directive (2002/98/EC) oraz The Human Tissues and Cells
Directive (2004/23/EC). Ich celem byt opis sposoboéw narracji i argumentow, jakie pojawialy sic w
procesie negocjacji konsensualnego rozwigzania. Podczas wystgpienia zostang zaprezentowane
wstepne wnioski zwigzane z napigciem pomigdzy publicznym a prywatnym charakterem praktyk
dzielenia si¢ mlekiem ludzkim, a takze normatywnymi znaczeniami i symbolicznymi wyobrazeniami
jakie sg im przypisywane. Zaadresowane zostang pytania o podobienstwa i roznice, jakie mozna przy
tym zaobserwowaé wsrdod wybranych panstw cztonkowskich Unii Europejskiej oraz ich zrodia
historyczne i kulturowe.

Dane og6lnopolskie wskazuja, ze w ostatnich latach dwukrotnie wzrosta liczba aktow nadzoru nad JST
(wg wojewodzkich dziennikow urzedowych migdzy rokiem 2014 a 2021 z ok, 1,8 tys. do ok. 3,6 tys.).
Czgsciej rowniez JST wygrywaja z wojewodami w sadach administracyjnych (wzrost wspotczynnika
sukcesu z 13,3% w 2015 roku do 51% w 2018 roku).

Celem wystgpienia zostanie jest szczegdlowa analiza praktyki nadzoru nad samorzadem
terytorialnym i sporow sadowych dotyczacych tej problematyki w wojewddztwie podlaskim. Wyniki
zostang skonfrontowane z podstawowymi danymi ogdélnopolskimi oraz danymi kontrolnymi z innych
wojewodztw. Wybor wojewddztwa jest motywowany wysoka dostepnoscia szczegdétowych danych, a
takze faktem Ze jest ono niewielkie, co umozliwia doglgbne zbadanie kazdego przypadku w ramach
pilotazu badania reprezentatywnej proby ogolnopolskie;j.

Zostanie dokonana analiza praktyki nadzoru oraz sporéw sadowych dotyczacych nadzoru w
konteks$cie nastepujacych zmiennych:
rodzaj JST objetych rozstrzygnigciami lub wnoszacych na nie skargi;
polityczna orientacja wiadz danego JST (badanie powigzan z opcjami politycznymi ogdlnokrajowym
lub ich braku);
rodzaj aktow JST, ktore zostaly zakwestionowane (zostala opracowana autorska metodologia
kategoryzacji aktow JST wg ich zawarto$ci merytorycznej (np. dot. edukacji, spraw ustrojowych, spraw
komunalnych), jak réwniez w zwigzku z ich formg prawna (np. akt cywilnoprawny, personalny,
porzadkowy).

Na podstawie dotychczasowego przegladu literatury (m.in. Korczak, Szescito, Baro Riba, Mangin)
przyjeto hipoteze o umiarkowanym wykorzystaniu instrumentu nadzoru do celéw politycznych. W
zwiazku z tym przyjeto, ze:

Wystapi nadreprezentacja aktow nadzoru wobec JST, ktorych wiadze reprezentuja opcje przeciwne
opcji rzadzacej oraz niezalezne od niej a takze, ze wystapi nadreprezentacja aktow nadzoru wobec
aktow JST dotyczacych spraw polityczno-ideowych, ustrojowych oraz personalnych;

Wystapi nadreprezentacja skarg do WSA sktadanych przez JST, ktorych wiladze reprezentujg opcje
przeciwne opcji rzadzacej, z kolei te JST, ktorych wiadze reprezentuja opcje rzadzaca beda unikaé
skarzenia aktow nadzoru wydanych przez wojewode pochodzacego z tej samej opcji.

Jednoczesénie przyjeto, na bazie dotychczasowych badan (Zakroczymski 2022), ze gminy wiejskie 1
miejsko-wiejskie beda notowac wyraznie nizsza od miast na prawach powiatu i gmin miejskich liczbe
skarg do sadu administracyjnego, z uwagi na mniejsze zasoby administracyjne i prawnicze.

Wstepne wyniki badan przeprowadzonych metoda Empirical Legal Studies potwierdzaja czes¢ hipotez,
cho¢ w réoznym stopniu. Zdecydowanie potwierdzona zostata hipoteza 2. W latach 2019-2021 (obecna
kadencja organow JST) do WSA zaskarzono 21 z 296 rozstrzygnie¢ nadzorczych, co stanowi 7,1%.
JST, nad ktérymi sprawujg kontrolg ugrupowania opozycyjne zaskarzyty 20% aktéw nadzoru, podczas
gdy te kontrolowane przez PIS zaledwie 2,1% (1 skarga do WSA na 47 rozstrzygnig¢¢). Cho¢ udziat
uchylonych aktami nadzoru aktéw organoéw JST w stosunku do ich ogdtu jest wigkszy wsrod
samorzadow ,,opozycyjnych” niz zwigzanych z ugrupowaniem rzadowym, to jednak réznica w tym
wypadku jest znacznie mniejsza (2,9% do 2,4%). Co interesujace, jesli wzig¢ pod uwage rodzaj JST to
wsérod gmin zdecydowanie najwyzszy wskaznik rozstrzygnie¢ nadzorczych notuja miasta na prawach
powiatu (2,6% w stosunku do 1,5% w gminach miejskich czy 1,8% w gminach wiejskich), one rowniez
notujg najwyzszy wspotczynnik zaskarzenia do WSA (16%).

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The creation of spatial identity as a result of the volatile political affiliation of the
cultural borderland — the case of the nationalisation of Lviv since 1850

Jan Szczepanski
(social and economic geography and spatial management)

The paper is a partial results presentation of the doctoral project underway. It concerns the creation of
the urban spaces identity as a result of the variability of political affiliation and nationalisation. The city
under study has been Lviv over the last 150 years. Research on the following issue began to be
conducted on a larger scale only at the end of the 1980s in connection with the political thaw in the bloc
of communist states [e.g. Czaplicka 2005; Szolginia 1989]. In the context of Lviv, in both Polish and
Ukrainian research on space, the theme of the 1920s and 1930s seems to prevail, especially the theme
of architecture and urban planning by architects [e.g. Cherkes, Szczerski 2016; Cielatkowska 1998;
Lewicki 2005]. In turn, the identity of Lviv was mainly focused on historians — Stanistaw Nicieja
[2012], Leonid Zaszkilniak [2004] and Jarostaw Hrytsak [2003]. It is interesting, however, that after
decades of conducting almost contradictory historical policies, an increasingly noticeable trend of
narrating referring to the tradition of the First Republic is emerging [e.g. Eberhardt 2008; Hrytsak 2003;
Homunceka 2015], especially after February 24, 2022. One example of this trend was in 2002, when
took place a conference entitled: "Krakow and Lviv in European Civilization" [Purchla 2005]. There is
a clear difference in terms of achievements between Polish and Ukrainian researchers — Poles are more
likely to study the times of ‘Polish’ Lviv during the Second Polish Republic and World War II [e.g.
Kaminski 2005], while Ukrainians are more likely to analyse the period of Soviet Lviv [e.g.
Bamuncekuit, Marism 2008]. As part of the doctoral project I’'m verifying 3 hypotheses regarding: 1.
dynamics (succession of nationalisation processes) — The contemporary identity of Lviv space is the
result of its successive nationalisation during subsequent political changes. 2. relations (spatial-social)
— Lviv in modern history is a reflection of Polish-Ukrainian relations. 3. the result (nationalist
appropriation of space) — So far, no nationality has managed to dominate the urban space of Lviv.
Main goals:

- reconstruction of the processes of creation spatial identity in Lviv,

- demonstrating the specificity of the spatial identity of Lviv,

- proving that Lviv's urban spaces are the lens of Polish-Ukrainian relations.

Methods (main):

1. Toponomastic research concerning changes in the names of streets and squares, objects.

2. Semiological and Structural Analysis of materials showing urban space.

3. Interviews with experts.

4. Geobiographical method.

Conclusions:

Several preliminary conclusions can be distinguished. First of all, at no time did the city space be
irreversibly dominated by one nationality, but rather the presence of some nations disappeared, and was
replaced by new ones. Minorities, although often discriminated against, have not been assimilate and
have always stood out from the majority. The present-day Russians are an exception. One of the most
important events in constructing Polish-Ukrainian relations took place in Lviv (e.g. the war of 1918).
There are several key spaces in the city, the role of which was decisive in terms of symbolism and
cultural power over the city.

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Territorial cohesion as a policy objective for successful decentralization reforms. The
case of Latin America

José Castillo Sanchez
(political science and public administration)

The prevailing evidence on the effects of decentralization suggests that the decentralization processes
around the world have led to an increase in territorial disparities in developing economies and a
reduction or nil effect in disparities in developed countries (Ezcurra & Pascual, 2008; Lessmann, 2012;
Rodriguez-Pose & Ezcurra, 2010). Researchers acknowledge that these findings are explained mainly
by the socio-economic endowments, the size of existing disparities, and institutional capacities in
countries and regions (Bonet, 2006; Kyriacou et al., 2017; Rodriguez-Pose & Gill, 2004). Yet, the
concept of territorial cohesion is broader than the one commonly used for territorial disparities (Finka,
2007; Eva et al., 2022), particularly concerning the relevance of the spatial endowments that can boost
the potential of a territory. Medeiros (Medeiros, 2020b, 2020a) considers that the socio-economic
objectives continue to dominate when discussing and measuring territorial cohesion. Furthermore,
studies that have addressed the measurement of territorial cohesion are scarce, limited to specific
territories, and do not fully capture the interrelationship between regions (Grasland & Hamez, 2005;
Medeiros, 2016; Sanchez-Zamora et al., 2017). Also, Latin American countries have no standard
measure for territorial cohesion. Using network analysis and spatial econometric techniques, my
research aims to explain that successful decentralization processes depend not only on a region's
institutional-specific characteristics but also on its territorial-specific characteristics and the strength of
its connections. In this presentation, using data from Orbis Global Dataset and based on co-location
patterns of firms (Van Dam A. et al. 2022, Hausmann, R. et al. 2019; Acemoglu, D. et al. 2015), I build
a network of industries at the regional level to approximate the territories' cohesiveness in social,
economic or environmentally sustainable activities for some European and Latin American countries.
Results show that the proposed territorial cohesion measure partially correlates with commonly used
measures of territorial disparities in European and Latin American countries. From this point forward,
spatial regressions will be carried out to understand how these different indicators for territorial
cohesion, together with the interactions with neighbor regions and decentralization variables (fiscal,
autonomy, other), explain the difference in the development of the territories in Latin America.

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Transformations of the sacral landscape of late antique Rome

Michat Kuzminski
(social and economic geography and spatial management)

The public space of ancient Rome was dominated to a great extent by the sacred structures of various
kinds: temples, shrines, altars etc. It was very well visible within the area of the Roman Forum which
was the most prominent example of a public space. Over the centuries different sacral structures were
accumulated there, leading to a creation of an important area of a pagan worship. However, it changed
when the Christianity became powerful and influential. The pagan worship was banned and the temples
were closed. Thus, the Forum lost its original sacral character.

It was regained in the 6th century, when the oldest churches in the area of the Forum were consecrated.
There seems to be a period of rupture between the pagan and Christian phase, but we do not know that
for sure and the details of these processes are still unclear. The paper aims to explore these issues, trying
to explain some obscure details. For instance, the fate of the pagan temples after the issue of anti-pagan
laws calls for further examination. The Christian presence also needs further explanations, were there
any physical structures in the area of the Forum before the 6th century? And why were the first churches
consecrated so late, creating such a long period of rupture in terms of the religious character of the area
of the Roman Forum?

The choice of the saints as patrons of the churches and the distribution of sacral structures were the
matters closely related to the shifting patterns of ideologies and political powers, as it was indicated by
M. Maskarinec in her City of Saints. Rebuilding Rome in the Early Middle Ages. Thus, we may assume
that the peculiarities related with the changes of the status of the Forum were also caused primarily by
the political factors. It is even more probable taking into consideration the statement of R. Krautheimer
that the area of the Forum was considered as the one dominated by the pagan aristocracy.

For centuries the Roman Forum had remained the most important, central area of the capital of the
empire. It did not lose its symbolical status in the period of transition between Late Antiquity and Early
Middle Ages. However, the actions of the new Christian elites seem inconsistent regarding the
traditional significance of this part of the city. By explaining these issues we may better understand how
the changing politics influenced the appearance and the functions of the public landscape of the city.

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The re-construction of sustainable architecture. Sociotechnical practices in design work

Krzysztof Janas
(sociology)

The concept of sustainable architecture is an increasingly dominant paradigm in the design and building
industry. Its assumptions are related to the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), for which such
architecture is also a kind of instrument. It can be seen, among others, in the New European Bauhaus
(NEB) initiative established by the European Commission, in which sustainable architecture is
supposed to be an end in itself (through its quality, durability, and aesthetics), but also to contribute to
achieving climate neutrality in Europe. The paradigm of sustainable design is thus present in policies,
and strategies, but also in legal acts and rules of architectural competitions around the world. In the
public debate, the term “sustainable architecture” even functions already as a black box, a concept
objectified by parameters and certificates, framed by visual representations, systems of values,
knowledge, and material-discursive practices. However, there is a lack of in-depth research on the
process of producing such architecture and transferring its multifaceted understanding to design
solutions. Studies on architecture also tend not to analyze the problems that architects, and other actors
involved in the design process face in their everyday work when trying to materialize the assumptions
of sustainable architecture in practice.

The inspiration to fill this gap in my project comes from works in the field of laboratory ethnography
(Latour, Woolgar 1979; Lynch 1985; Knorr-Cetina 1981) and of analyzing controversies that have been
applied in recent years to the study of “architecture in action” (Fallan 2008; Yaneva 2009a, 2012;
Houdart, Minato 2009; Loukisass 2012). Researchers from this stream pay attention to the determinants
of the design process, to how and with the involvement of which actors buildings, cities and
environments are created (Yaneva 2009b; Stender, Bech-Danielson, Hagen 2022). Drawing on Science
and Technology Studies (STS), this approach focuses on following architects, observing their daily
practices, constructing facts, generating ideas and connections between human and non-human actors.
This perspective also allows looking at controversies and how they can be closed, revealing the greater
complexity of the design process, which cannot be reduced to a simple translation of investors’ and
collectives’ interests into design solutions (Latour 1996; Yaneva 2009¢; Hansmann 2021).

In the presentation, I will speak about how my study follows this pattern by reconstructing the concept
of sustainable architecture in the discourse organizing the system of architecture as understood by
Niklas Luhmann (1995) and in design practice. I will show how, by using discourse analysis and
conducting ethnographic research in architectural offices in parallel, one can try to understand the
specificity of architects’ work in Poland against the background of current European tendencies
concerning this concept, examine how it affects their decisions, how it is understood, applied, and
transformed. I will also describe how in my study, the knowledge of sustainable architecture and the
ontological status of this concept are not a given not a starting point for research (buildings are not
sustainable because they implement sustainable architecture assumptions), but an endpoint that can be
traced by looking at how objects are enacted as sustainable (Mol 2002), as a result of which “sustainable
architecture” can take multiple versions that depending on the circumstances are always something
slightly different.

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A shopping center as a space of consumption and cultural practices. Preliminary
research

The purpose of the conference speech is to introduce research on the transformation of shopping centers
into organized and multifunctional spaces of public life, attracting a huge audience, tempting with a
wealth of offers and all kinds of entertainment, such as in the form of festivals, festivals, events
(Nowicka, 1991; Szlendak, 2010). An attempt has been made to capture their peculiarity, which is the
creation of a comprehensive offer (commercial, service, entertainment, sports) in an increasingly perfect
architectural space (Domanski, 2001; Dudek-Mankowska, 2006; Fuhrmann, 2006; Jodido, 2010;
Kaczmarek, 2014; Sollner, 2009; Wilk, 2003). Such solutions are referred to as "theatricalization of
urban space" (Baudrillard, 2005; Goftman, 2000). Shopping centers are currently modern, inspired
architecture (Czerwinski, 2012; Fuhrmann, 2006; Kaczmarek, 2014, Oppewal, Timmermans, 1999). It
often refers to the past or tradition, shaping the relationship between the past and modern times
(Feinberg, Meoli,1991; Omilanowska, 2004). Architecture that values the public aspects of life, such
as entertainment - celebration - leisure activities, and at the same time captured in the context of social
and historical changes (Kaczmarek, 2014; Makowski, 2003; Wojcik, 2010). In this perspective,
shopping centers appear as a kind of "educational institutions." The architecture of their interiors acts
as a regulator of human social relations, and in the process becomes an instrument for shaping a
friendlier, safer living environment in the context of the surrounding mulitifunctionality. The theoretical
concept of the dissertation is based on the nearly 100-year history of the centers, in which two periods
can be distinguished: before 1956, and after 1956. Before 1956, they were mainly concerned with the
formation of the original formula of shopping centers (Lillibridge, 1948), the research work carried out
was mainly concerned with architectural and structural and urban aspects (Baker, Funaro, 1951; Gruen,
Smith, 1952). Nevertheless, the mall began to be seen as a new trend in retailing (Merts, 1949). It was
only after 1956 that researchers began to become interested in the issues of centers and the development
of trends. Newer and newer, and interrelated research trends were formed, such as (by: Czerwinski,
2012): technical — aspects of design and engineering, development of an architectural and urban
concept, construction process (Chmielewski, 2001; Coleman, 2006; Gillette, 1985; Gruen, Smith, 1960;
Jodido, 2010; Kliment, 2004), including the aspect of interior design (Scott, 1989); locational — aspects
of identifying and systematizing the factors that determine the locations of shopping centers (Chmielak,
1999; Gruen, Smith, 1960), as well as studying the mechanisms that explain the spatial organization of
shopping centers and creating distribution models considering their areas of influence (Eppli, Benjamin,
1994; Guy, 1994; Heffner, Twardzik 2013; Olearczyk, 1978; Taylor, 2000); economic — aspects of
conditions and dependencies occurring in the sphere of production, distribution and consumption of
goods, as well as marketing and management of multi-service large-area facilities, including the issues
of trade concentration processes, competition and instruments of competition (Ciechomski, 2010;
Domanski, 2001; Maleszyk, 2000); behavioral — the shopping center is perceived as an integral object
of social life of great cultural importance (Baudrillard, 1998; Makowski, 2003; Ritzer, 2001; Wilk,
2003; Wojcik, 2010) — aspects of the functioning of people (consumers) in the era of consumerism, its
role in social processes over the centuries, as well as the identification of the hidden impact of
consumerism on humans. Studies on shopping centers and consumerism are emerging, in sociology,
psychology, economics, marketing, architecture. Despite the nearly century-long history of shopping
malls, the literature still observes many issues that are relatively poorly recognized. These include,
among others the impact of shopping centers on the spiritual sphere of human life, while also a direct
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impact on cultural relations. In this context, shopping centers have been chosen as an interesting field
of research on modern consumerism and its social and educational dimensions, which are often poorly
recognized (Szmyd, 2017a; 2017b). In this field, an exploration of shopping centers as spaces of cultural
practices is conducted. An attempt is made to identify the influence of shopping centers on lifestyle
changes in the context of changing shopping habits, as well as forms and ways of spending leisure time
of consumers. At the same time, the following problem areas arise, prompting inquiries:

- What causes a shopping center to influence the growth of social activity?

- What is the impact of the community on the way a shopping center operates?

- How does a shopping center affect the development of interpersonal contacts - does it strengthen social
ties or not?

In facilities such as shopping centers, which tempt with a wealth of offerings, can architecture act as a
link between the commercial and educational areas? The research carried out in the course of
completing the dissertation focuses on establishing the importance of the spaces under study in the
consciousness of society and how society defines the shopping center and the need for its existence -
including in educational terms. The research is based on qualitative methods, including using techniques
such as participatory observation and in-depth interviews, and relying on quantitative methods,
including questionnaires. Preliminarily, it can be inferred that the phenomenon of the shopping mall as
a space of cultural practices is due to the transformations that have taken place in the perspective of
contemporary culture of everyday life (Sulima, 2000; 2001). It is a space that modifies certain cultural
patterns, being an aggregate of various preferences, the formation of tastes. It is a space with an
educational dimension, where the present corresponds with the past in a special, for example,
architectural way. It is a meeting place, on the occasion of which culture is created and realized on an
ongoing basis, finding expression in everyday interactions, contexts (including historical ones), as well
as events.

Determinants of the L'TD ratio in the countries of the European Economic Area

Agnieszka Wysocka

There is an ongoing discussion in the literature on the impact of the introduction of deposit insurance
on the stability of the banking sector. There are many supporters and opponents of this solution. The
results of the research conducted by many authors are also ambiguous. The supporters of this solution
include such authors as Cook and Spellman (1996), Huizinga and Nicodéme (2006), Guizani and
Watanabe (2016), Johari et al. (2020), who, like Ashraf et al. (2020) found that stricter capital
requirements not only reduce risk in the banking sector under normal economic conditions, but also
have a stabilizing effect in the event of a crisis. In the event of a crash, the positive impact is even
stronger in countries that implement deposit insurance. Karels and McClatchey (1999) and Imai (2006)
assessed that the reform had a positive effect on market discipline. In turn, they made the relocation of
deposits between banks dependent on the tactics of "banks too big to fail". Flannery and Sorescu (1966),
Jones and Oshinsky (2009), Bartholdy et al. (2003), Qian et al. (2019), Chiang and Tsai (2020) and
Bergbrant et al. (2016) have a different opinion in relation to the supporters of the use of deposit
insurance. They showed that the long-term impact of the introduction of deposit insurance strongly
depends on the legal situation of a given country. In poorly regulated countries, the result is always
clear - there is a weakening of the development of the banking, non-banking and stock markets. Due to
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the fact that the literature on the subject indicates different consequences of the introduction of deposit
insurance in different countries, and there is no clear opinion on whether the consequences of
introducing this instrument have a negative or a positive impact on the stability of the banking sector,
it seems justified to continue research in in this regard, in particular by using empirical data. Considering
the cited literature, the study formulated the following research hypotheses: 1. The impact of the deposit
insurance system on the liquidity risk is diversified. - Main hypothesis. 2. The impact of the deposit
guarantee scheme on the liquidity risk depends on the bank- specific characteristics, macroeconomic
conditions and institutional and regulatory conditions. Using the model presented by Beck et al. (2013)
and adjusting it to define the importance of individual factors determining the liquidity risk, the final
model can be presented as follows:

Riski,j,t = bc + alj,t-1 + ZBBSVi,,j,t-1 + yCi,t, + €i

where 1 means bank, j - country, t means year. Risk means the liquidity risk ratio (various variants of
expressing this ratio are considered, including the ratio of deposits to LTD loans, the share of liquid
assets in the balance sheet total, LCR or NSFR ratio). I defines a vector of variables containing the size
of deposit guarantees in a given country in a given year. BSV is a vector of variables defining parameters
characterizing banks, i.e. the sum of deposits, total loans, the ratio of liquid assets to total assets, the
ratio of non-deposit liabilities to total assets, the ratio of liquid assets to total assets (Berger, Bouwman
2009) and others, which will be verified at a later stage of research. C is a vector of variables defining
a given country, incl. the size of GDP, the ratio of loans to GDP, the wealth of a country (Demirgiic-
Kunt and Detragiache (1998, 2000, 2002)). i is the estimation error; be, o, B, and y are vectors of
estimated coefficients.

The results of the analysis show that in the sample selected by me, the increased level of coverage of
the deposit insurance reduces the liquidity risk. The results vary for the subgroups I studied.

Already at the beginning of the new millennium, in 2001, one of the most discussed mergers in the
history of the entertainment sector took place - the fusion of the present world, ie television, with the
medium of tomorrow, which was considered the Internet. The failure of the merger of TimeWarner and
AOL ultimately resulted in a spin-off. There are many different potential reasons for this eventual
failure (Malone and Turner, 2010). It should be mentioned that most of the mergers and acquisitions,
regardless of the industry, end in failure in relation to the previously adopted plan (Koi-Akrofi, 2016).
The video game and streaming services industry has subsequently grown in importance in the
entertainment sector. The growing perspectives in these two branches resulted, among others, in that
"traditional" entertainment companies have become interested in operating in these new segments.
Examples of such activities include the gradual change in the operating model of Netflix or the
establishment of Warner Bros. Interactive Entertainment in 2004 as a division of Warner Bros. focusing
on the production of video games based on a licensing catalog. At the same time, the entertainment
sector did not avoid the ubiquitous consolidation on the market, visible even in the technology or
banking sectors. The acquisition by Walt Disney Company of entities such as Pixar (2006), LucasFilm
(2012), 21st Century Fox (2019) or Marvel Studios (2015) are just a few examples. Undoubtedly, it can
be seen that the outbreak of the COVID-19 pandemic had a significant impact on the consumption of
entertainment content by consumers. In the case of video games, the importance of subscription services
is growing, which, as part of a periodic fee, allow access to a changing library of titles (Sener et al.,
2021). Despite the high uncertainty as to the direction in which the entertainment sector will develop,
M&A activities in the entertainment sector have not been stopped. This includes the acquisition by
Microsoft Corporation of the largest video game holding company Activision Blizzard Inc. The aim of
this study is to check how the greatest mergers in the entertainment industry in the 21st century
proceeded. For this purpose, text-mining and data-mining methods were used to analyze electronic
materials on selected M&A in the years 2001-2021. As part of this work, two research hypotheses were
formulated. The first is that M&A processes in the entertainment sector are as complex as M&A
processes in the technology sector. The second is that the idea of building media conglomerates despite
the failure of AOL-TimeWarner is still alive and is looking for an effective way of implementation.
Basically, most M&A processes have similar incentives:

- Access to exclusive content; - Access to competitor technology; - Securing the development of key
products; - Increased innovation of activities; - Integration of various development perspectives.

At the same time, similar threats and possible weaknesses of M&A processes are noticeable throughout
the sector:

- Problems with maintaining innovation in the acquiring and being acquired; - Redundancy of processes.
As part of our own research on a sample of 20 M&A processes, we can accept the confirmation of both
research hypotheses that:

- M&A processes in the entertainment sector are as complex as M&A processes in technology
industries; - the idea of building media conglomerates despite the failure of AOL-TimeWarner is still
alive and is looking for an effective way of implementation.

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The causal effect of catastrophic health expenditure on poverty in Poland

Ewa Weychert
(economics and finance)

Out-of-pocket medical (OPM) expenses are an important source of health care financing in many
countries (WHO, 2020). In particular, households with large OPM payments can suffer from financial
hardship and impoverishment (OECD Health at a Glance 2020). With the ongoing aging of the
worldwide population, health care costs are likely to continue increasing (Garrett and Martini, 2007).
Overall, a proper understanding of the relationship between OPM spending and poverty is becoming
increasingly important. This question is also particularly relevant in Poland, where the speed of
population aging is one of the fastest in Europe (World Population Aging 2020 by United Nations). As
in the majority of European countries, Poland has free and universal healthcare. While the Polish health
system is predominantly focused on hospital care, outpatient medicines account for the highest
proportion of OPM payments. The aim of our study is to assess the OPM payments on household
poverty, while accounting for endogeneity between these two variables.

Literature Review

Most studies that analyze OPM expenses in the context of poverty use catastrophic health expenditure
(CHE) to identify households with an excessive financial burden due to health-related costs. Households
experience CHE if their OPM spending is high in relation to their available resources. One common
approaches are to examine the characteristics of households affected by CHE, and to study the
determinants of CHE (Kronenberg and Barros, 2014; Brown et al., 2014; Dhak, 2015; Tambor and
Pavlova, 2020; Zhou et. al., 2021). This line of the literature allows the extent of financial hardship to
be quantified, typically finding that high OPM payments are particularly burdensome for the poor and
elderly (Scheil-Adlung and Bonan, 2013). Assessing the overall impact of OPM payments on poverty
is usually done by calculating the impoverishment effect for low- and middle-income countries, and a
smaller body of research exists for high-income economies (see, among others, Flores et al., 2008;
Aregbeshola and Khan, 2018b; Bredenkamp et al., 2011; Arsenijevic et al., 2013; Mchenga et al., 2017,
Ozgen Narci et. al., 2015).

Description of methodology

Our goal is to quantify the average causal effect of large OPM spending (approximated by CHE) on the
risk of poverty. We estimate a recursive bivariate probit model using Polish Household Budget Survey
data which cover most of the 2010s. The model controls for a wide range of factors and endogeneity
between poverty and CHE. Our modeling framework is related to the recent literature that addresses
interdependence between social indicators with the help of multi-equation models (Ayllon and Gabos,
2017; Hohberg et al., 2021). To our knowledge, we are the first to examine the causal relation between
CHE and poverty while correcting for endogeneity between CHE and poverty.

Conclusion

We show that the causal relationship between catastrophic health expenditure and relative poverty is
significant and positive across different methodological approaches. We also show that using a poverty
measure which treats OPM medical payments and food consumption as perfect substitutes can lead to
an underestimation of poverty among the elderly.

Unequal Society A Detailed Investigation of Wage and Income Inequality in the United
States

Mahmut Akarsu
(economics and finance)

Many articles and books have been published about income inequality in order to scrutinize its impact
on the economy and social life. The most popular and well-known one of the first attempts was
“Economic Growth and Income Inequality” by Simon Kuznets. Kuznets notes by going over the data
set that there is an inverse U-shaped evolution between economic growth and income inequality. In this
study, the validity of Kuznets theory and wage inequality in the United States is analyzed by using some
different econometric technics such as Autoregressive Distributed Lag in Error Correction Model, Gini
Coefficient, and Lorenz Curve. The result indicates that the evolution of inequality is U-shaped in the
United States, and it has been climbing. Furthermore, wage inequality among employees has grown
severe over the years. The wage growth of some workers is much faster than the wage growth of other
workers, and the wage growth of capital owners and the working rich is much swifter than that of
everyone in the American job market. That is one of the factors that induce the increase in income
inequality in the United States. For the first time, in an inequality study, wage inequality among
employees is computed using the Gini coefficient and Lorenz curve.

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Burnout among Psychotherapists: A Cross-cultural Value Survey among 12 European
Countries during the Coronavirus Disease Pandemic

Background: The issue of burnout among psychotherapists is still largely understudied in the fields of
clinical psychology and psychotherapy, which are traditionally focused on the clients of psychotherapy
rather than on psychotherapists (Laverdiere et al., 2018, Laverdiére et al., 2019). Several authors have
observed that burned-out psychotherapists not only lose their ability to maintain their therapeutic
relationship with clients and manage the whole therapeutic process (Ackerley et al., 1988, Berjot et al.,
2013, Farber & Heifetz, 1982, Rupert & Morgan, 2005) but also experience a substantial decline in
their well-being, accompanied by various somatic and psychological complaints (Raquepaw & Miller,
1989, Rosenberg & Pace, 2006, Rupert et al., 2009). Vast discrepancies were found in burnout
prevalence among psychotherapists from various countries, ranging from 6%-54% (Simionato &
Simpson, 2018). However, the cultural context has failed to examine how it potentially relates to a
psychotherapist's functioning and well-being (Lee et al., 2021).

Objective: The aim of this study was to examine cross-cultural differences, as operationalized by
Schwartz's refined theory of basic values (Schwartz et al., 2012, Schwartz et al., 2017), in burnout levels
among psychotherapists from 12 European countries during the coronavirus disease (COVID-19)
pandemic. We focused on the multilevel approach to investigate if individual- and country-aggregated
level values could explain differences in burnout intensity after controlling for sociodemographic,
work-related characteristics, and COVID-19-related distress among participants.

Methods: A total of 2915 psychotherapists from 12 countries (Austria, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Finland, Great
Britain, Serbia, Spain, Norway, Poland, Romania, Sweden, and Switzerland) participated in this study.
The participants completed the Maslach Burnout Inventory-Human Service Survey, the revised version
of the Portrait Values Questionnaire, and a survey questionnaire on sociodemographic, work-related
factors, and the COVID-19 related distress.

Results: In general, the lowest mean level of burnout was noted for Romania, whereas the highest mean
burnout intensity was reported for Cyprus. Multilevel analysis revealed that burnout at the individual
level was negatively related to self-transcendence and openness-to-change but positively related to self-
enhancement and conservation values. However, no significant effects on any values were observed at
the country level. Male sex, younger age, being single, and reporting higher COVID-19-related distress
were significant burnout correlates.

Conclusions: Burnout among psychotherapists may be a transcultural phenomenon, where individual
differences among psychotherapists are likely to be more important than differences between the
countries of their practice. This finding enriches the discussion on training in psychotherapy in an
international context and draws attention to the neglected issue of mental health among psychotherapists
in the context of their professional functioning.

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Working-time flexibility among European couples

Agata Katamucka

The processes of globalization and the changes occurring because of the rapid diffusion of new
technologies are having a significant impact on the labour market (Stromquist, 2019). One of the
important issues arising from these transformations is the flexibilization of work schedules, both on the
part of the employer and the employee side. Flexible working hours negatively affect the time and
energy devoted to family commitments, the quality of time spent with family, the quality and stability
of relationships (Kalil et al., 2010) and the ability to participate in organized social events (Cornwell &
Warburton, 2014). At the same time, however, these negative consequences are less evident if workers
can control when the workday begins and ends and to take time off as needed. Such a control over the
work schedule, even if atypical, can help workers reduce the overlap between their family and work
responsibilities and thus sustain their social relationships (Kelly et al., 2011; Wharton & Blair-Loy,
2006). Summing up, the flexible working-time have a potential to become either family-unfriendly or
family-friendly, depending on whether they are forced involuntarily by the employer or chosen by the
employee and on the extent to which workers have a control over their work schedules. Previous studies
investigated mainly the consequences of flexible working-time for individuals. Individuals do not live
in a vacuum, however, but usually form families at certain point in their life courses and their work
arrangements not only influence their lives but also those of the family members (Barnett et al., 2009;
Leupp et al., 2021). For these reasons we consider a couple-level analysis from both employee and
employer side as an important contribution to the literature which would provide us with an overview
of the distribution of work schedules across dual earner families in Europe. Taking the above
considerations into account, in this study we will extend previous research by conducting a couple-level
analysis (both marriages and cohabitations) of both types of working-time flexibility across European
countries. We will also investigate whether and how the couple working hours flexibility constellations
depend on the socio-economic characteristics of both partners and their family status and how they vary
across countries. To address our research objectives, we make use of the EU Labour Force Survey (EU
LFS) with ad hoc module 2019 on Work organisation and working time arrangements. Analysis will be
conducted by econometric models with dependent variables — employer or employee- oriented
flexibility. We will estimate models to examine the role of partners’ characteristics, their family status
and the country-level for the prevalence of the couple working conditions constellations. The first
results show that both types of flexibility are typical for those on the top of occupational hierarchy.
Couples with more children are more likely to have high employee-oriented flexibility though this type
of flexibility is less prevalent in Central European countries. Finally, employer-oriented flexibility is
higher among fathers than non-fathers (but the opposite for women).

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Employer’s risk in atypical employment relationships

Ernestyna Pachata-Szymczyk

In recent years, atypical employment relationships such as remote work, temporary work, job-sharing
or on-call work have developed rapidly. This state of affairs raises a number of questions as to how the
norms governing them should be shaped in order to adequately protect the rights and interests of the
parties and, at the same time, not to compromise the functions performed by such atypical forms of
employment. In this respect, an extremely important issue is the allocation of contractual risk, which
affects many detailed legal solutions. The allocation of contractual risk between the parties to the
employment relationship is an important issue not only in theoretical but also in practical terms. In the
paradigmatic (typical) employment relationship the principle of employer's risk is applicable, according
to which it is the employer that predominantly bears the consequences of unplanned disruptions of the
employment relationship. The literature traditionally distinguishes between personal, economic,
technical-organisational and social risks. The indicated categories have been distinguished on the basis
of factual criteria, but in the doctrine there are also other divisions based on normative criteria. The
main hypothesis of the presentation is that in atypical employment relationships there is a modification
of the allocation of contractual risk compared to the paradigmatic employment relationship, and that
the principle of employer's risk is frequently subject to modifications due to the specificities of the new
forms of employment.. The presentation aims to analyse the regulations on the allocation of contractual
risk in selected atypical employment relationships and to compare them with the paradigmatic
employment relationship. Furthermore, the aim of the paper is to present suggestions as to how the
aforementioned risk allocation could be modified in order to effectively secure the interests of the
employer, but at the same time not to deprive the employee of due legal protection. The considerations
lead to the preliminary conclusion that the allocation of contractual risk in atypical employment
relationships should be adapted to the real legal and factual position of the parties. Accordingly, the
extent of the risk borne by the employer would have to be differentiated depending on established
criteria, i.a., on the manner in which the work is provided. The following methods were used in the
research: doctrinal, case law analysis and elements of the legal comparative method.

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Transnational employment search - an example of Overseas Filipino Workers in Poland

Olga Wanicka

Nowadays, one of the more popular and useful methods of studying migration processes has been the
concept that identifies migration more with a ongoing and changing infrastructure (Xiang & Lindquist,
2014) than with a stable completed process. Looking at population flows in this way takes into account
the fact that intermediaries not only sell opportunities, but also cooperate with various infrastructure
elements (by collecting documents or arranging: translations, work permits, or transport). This concept
directs our attention to actors who are not driven only by monetary profit (but, for example, by the
desire to gain prestige, popularity or emotional support) (Cranston et al., 2018; Faist, 2014). Such an
approach is in opposition to the equally popular concept of perceiving migration as a business, reduced
only to the desire to achieve financial profit (McCollum & Findlay, 2018; Salt & Stein, 1997), which is
so-called the migration industry. One of the main goals of migration in the modern world has become
employment, which due to the globalization changes is characterized by a transnational character (Glick
Schiller & Salazar, 2013; Ozkazang-Pan, 2021), as evidenced by the establishment of branches of Polish
companies acting as intermediaries not only in Poland or to Western Europe, but also around the world.
A good example illustrating the extensive migration infrastructure are Overseas Filipino Workers
[OFWs], whose growing employment in Poland can be observed in recent years, who more often look
for job opportunities in our country in other large agglomerations in the world (such as Dubai, Hong
Kong or Singapore) than directly in the Philippines. The aim of the presentation is to illustrate an
exemplary migration infrastructure in the case of Filipino workers in Poland on the basis of the
conclusions of the pilot study. The study was qualitative (8 semi-structured narrative interviews with
OFWs in Poland selected using the snowball sample method) and concerned issues related to their
employment in the Polish labor market. The main research questions concern where and how migrants
from the Philippines find information about work in Poland, what sources they most often use to check
the credibility of employment, who feeds their intermediation networks and what role do official entities
(e.g. agencies), and unofficial (e.g. network of contacts) play in them.

One of the preliminary conclusions is to emphasize the leading role of the Internet in finding and taking
up employment by OFWs outside the country of origin, within which the YouTube platform has become
particularly important, as it disseminates socially relevant content and is a tool serving the particular
and collective needs of users (Lange, 2019).

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Who is afraid of new technologies? Perception of workers in 6 EU countries

Satia Rozynek
(economics and finance)

Anxieties regarding the future of work accompanied all previous waves of technological disruptions
(Mokyr, Vickers, Ziebarth, 2015). Similarly, the concerns are widespread nowadays, with over 70% of
EU workers agreeing that “robots and artificial intelligence steal peoples’ jobs” and that the future net
effect of robots and Al on the number of jobs will be negative (European Commission, 2017, p. 74).
The literature suggests that the development and adoption of new technologies alter the array of tasks
performed by human and capital factors (Autor et al., 2003; Autor, 2020). With technological solutions
gradually overtaking routine (and programmable) activities, certain workers may be afraid of losing
particular job tasks and, eventually, their employment (Dengler, Gundert, 2021; Innocenti, Golin,
2022).

While the literature on the impact of technology on labour market outcomes, such as employment or
wages, is vast and expanding, less is known about the perception of workers on technology-related
issues regarding the future of their work and careers (Innocenti, Golin, 2022). In this study, I aim to
shed light on workers’ perceptions of the impact and consequences of technology adoption in the labour
markets of six EU countries — Austria, Germany, Czechia, Hungary, Poland and Slovakia. More
precisely, I study the factors related to experiencing a substitutionary or complementary effect of
technology at work. Furthermore, I investigate the factors determining fear of new technologies
(information systems, specialised software, algorithms and robots) in the context of future task
automation and job loss, as well as technological anxiety expressed as dreading mass technological
unemployment. [ focus mainly on the task content of occupations and levels of exposure to two kinds
of technologies — robotics and digital solutions. I hypothesise that the current job automation
experience, performing more routine tasks and being exposed to robots and digital technologies deepen
one’s fear of new technologies and technological anxiety. To verify the hypotheses, an especially
designed survey was conducted among over 11 thousand individuals in 6 EU countries (Austria,
Czechia, Germany, Hungary, Poland, and Slovakia) between December 2021 and January 2022. The
responders were asked four questions about their perception of new technologies. The first one regarded
their recent experience with new technologies at workplaces (complementarity, substitution, no impact
on job tasks). Then, we surveyed their concerns regarding the automation potential for a worker’s job
tasks within the next ten years. In the third question, the responders were asked to what extent they fear
that new technologies may lead to massive unemployment, and the last concerned their job insecurity
(both within the next ten years). A fear of new technologies measure was constructed following a well-
established method of synthesising the same-scale questions (Dengler, Gundert, 2021). I used the
PIAAC dataset to calculate the Routine Task Intensity measure. Then, I mapped it to the survey on a
country-occupation level, capturing the between-country heterogeneity. The technology exposure
measures were derived from International Federation of Robotics data and Eurostat. The preliminary
results suggest that performing more routine job tasks as well as higher exposure to robots are positively
correlated with the fear of new technologies. Furthermore, having experienced any impact of technology
at work (either substitutionary or complementary) significantly affects one’s fear of new technologies.
Technological anxiety is fuelled only by a personal automation experience.

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""Apparent choice', or how Internet users deal with e-surveillance

Julia Heller
(sociology)

The aim of the project is to analyze the awareness of Internet users about the use of their personal data
by commercial companies, state or research institutions and to answer the question whether it translates
into the use of a resistance strategy to online surveillance. For my analysis, I use the theory of
governmentality by Michael Foucault, mainly focusing on the concept of group management, which he
uses to characterize supervision. My research shows that only 40% of users said their behavior was
influenced by the awareness of how their data is being used. In the next step, I reach for the concept of
dataism by Jose van Dijck, which indicates the lack of faith in the objective quantification of human
behavior and the complete truthfulness of the data collected online. The survey results show that users
use different strategies to resist digital surveillance. Only 1% did not use any resistance strategy. For
this reason, we cannot assume the full authenticity of digital data. No less important for my analysis is
the concept of behavioral surplus coined by Shoshana Zuboff. She describes it as additional users’ data
collected and latersold. It shows how tech companies have created a new source of income and are
trying to convince people to share even more data for free. Surprisingly in my research, only 55% of
respondents who used some sort of resistance strategy agreed that their data is valuable and they should
be rewarded for sharing it. The presentation will be based on the analysis of the results of research on
the practices of avoiding surveillance on the Internet. The survey was conducted in April-May 2022. In
order to select the sample, the following variables were taken into account: gender, age, town size and
education. Additionally, the respondents were only regular Internet users, so people using it at least
several times a day. 1000 regular Internet users in Poland were asked about digital surveillance.
Research results show various actions to protect individual privacy in today's digital reality. In
summary, the survey results are an introduction to a larger research project. At a later stage, I try to
understand the motivation of Internet users to act against digital surveillance. It will add a new
perspective to the already existing research. The same activity may result from different attitudes and
motivations. Users can protect their privacy among others due to ideological reasons (they do not want
to strengthen large corporations) or economic reasons (they believe that they should be rewarded for
the data).

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‘I have no idea what I’m doing’ — Prosecutor’s Use of Social Media

Stanistaw Rabczuk
(law)

Most people around the world use social media daily and while the number of registered users continues
to grow (Digital 2022, b.d.), law enforcement agencies are trying to keep up and fight crime using the
new methods (Bitner & Bayer, 2019). As early as in 2011 in the USA some of the police departments
used social media on a regular basis as an investigative tool (Parascandola, 2011). In 2012 67% of police
officers believed that social media helps to solve cases faster. The percentage of officers using social
media for official purposes was about 80% in small departments (LexisNexis, 2012). Significant
problems regarding the admissibility of such digital evidence arise (Carlson, 2015; Rabczuk i in., 2021).
Meanwhile, in Poland, prosecutors are still struggling to obtain social media evidence that is relevant
to ongoing criminal investigations. More than 100 interviews with Polish prosecutors shed new light on
the process of cooperation with the main social media providers. The qualitative study covered methods
for obtaining and securing electronic evidence derived from social networking sites. The results point
to the need for international efforts to redesign the framework for cooperation between social media
providers and law enforcement agencies. Moreover, significant organizational measures are needed to
reshape prosecutors’ vision of the usefulness of social media in a criminal investigation.

Algorithm-based text metrics in macroeconomic forecasting

Mariusz Malinowski
(economics and finance)

Algorithm-based metrics are the most commonly used method to extract information from text. They
can be described as pre-defined rules that turn text into numbers without any element of learning. In the
context of macroeconomic forecasting, such metrics are most often used for the calculation of sentiment
and uncertainty indicators which are further used in the models. Even though both emotions do not
feature in modern mainstream macroeconomics (as their use implies departing from a number of
fundamental assumptions of Neo-Classical economics), in recent years their use has gotten a broad
attention. When it comes to sentiment calculation, lexicon methods are the most popular. These
techniques use a set of words with their scores and the relative rate at which words occur to calculate a
document’s tone. A lexicon is a list of words that can be either dichotomously classified (positive or
negative word) or contain more continuous measures of their content. In terms of uncertainty, Boolean
text mining techniques are most often used. These techniques combine individual terms or phrases with
logical operators like AND, OR, and NOT to form search expressions. Each document, in the most
simple case, is then assigned 1 or 0 depending on whether the expression is true (= 1) or not (= 0).
Boolean metrics are typically counts of articles that satisfy a concrete condition and they may also be
normalized by the total number of articles within a time period.The aim of the presentation is to survey
nascent but rapidly growing literature on macroeconomic forecasting with the use of algorithm-based
text metrics, outline the ways in which such metrics can be calculated and present the initial findings of
my research.

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Spatio-temporal localisation pattern of technological startups — RNN in predicting
intra-urban startups clusters

Maria Kubara
(economics and finance)

Little is known about the localisation decisions of the technological startups at the urban level. While
the general trend of attracting innovative companies to the metropolitan areas is well known and
thoroughly researched, much less is understood about the micro-geographical patterns appearing within
the cities. Considering the growing number of papers mentioning that agglomerative externalities
attenuate sharply with distance (e.g. Andersson et al., 2016, 2019; Duranton & Puga, 2004; Ferretti et
al., 2022), such analysis of micro-scale localisation patterns is crucial for understanding if technological
startups are indeed benefiting from these effects. Taking a sample of startups from the up-and-coming
market in Central-East Europe in Warsaw, Poland their spatial organisation across the years will be
tracked to investigate whether there is a defined pattern consistent with highly localised externalities
operating within cities and how this pattern evolves over time. Additionally, it will be shown how
recursive neural networks (RNN) may help in predicting the locations of technological startups’
clusters. It will be shown that the model can be successful even for short spatial panel data. It will be
presented how to include the spatial dimension in the model in a computationally-effective way and
how this augmentation improves the results, allowing the network to “understand” the spatial relations
between neighbouring observations. In the empirical section of the paper the geo-located point data
about startup locations was processed with the usage of kernel density estimation to get information
about the hotspots of startup locations, and then with the DBSCAN technique, which allowed to identify
the exact cluster locations of these companies. Results from DBSCAN and the point data were then
aggregated to the lkmxlkm grid cells to prepare the input for the RNN. Results from the empirical
sections show that technological startups tend to create dense clusters at fine spatial scales within cities.
The pattern is stable across years, with minor differences in the concentration-dispersion trend
dominance. The intra-urban spatial pattern of technological startups in turn proves to be consistent with
the micro-scale agglomeration externalities as discussed by Andersson et al., (2016 and 2019), Duranton
& Puga (2004) and Ferretti et al., (2022).

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From collective to corporate religious freedom: simply the next step or a leap forward?

Maksymilian Hau
(law)

The emergence of corporate religious freedom (the “CRF”) is currently one of the most controversial
topics in the field of freedom of religion or belief. As part of the criticism, the issue is raised concerning
the foundations of the CRF, i.e., how it came to be that the discourse of religious freedom shifted from
the rights of churches to the rights of for-profit corporations. The presentation will address the above
question by claiming that CRF is not an out-of-nowhere phenomenon, but it is anchored, to a significant
degree, in the well established concept of collective religious freedom. While there are already studies
in the literature that address the jurisprudential origins of the CRF (J. Temperman), there is a lack of
studies that also address the topic in light of the theory regarding collective human rights. The first part
of the presentation will be devoted to exploring the defining elements of collective religious freedom
developed by legal scholars and the case law that gave rise to the emergence of the CRF. Particular
attention will be paid to (i) the question of how the European Court of Human Rights shifted from the
protection of the collective aspect of individual religious freedom to the protection of moral persons
and (ii) the theoretical development of collectivities’ autonomy. The second part will focus on the
differences between CRF and collective religious freedom. It will examine (i) whether entities claiming
CRF meet the criteria for claiming collective religious freedom (whether CRF in fact serves members
of corporate entities; whether the CRF claims are respectful of the interests of other groups) and (ii)
how the conflicts of rights involving the CRF could be approached (especially if the solutions adopted
in respect of collective rights, whenever they come into conflict with individual rights, can be used in
the field of the CRF). The last part will conclude by outlining the main challenges to the CRF
identifiable from the perspective of collective religious freedom.

Democratic innovations and their impact: ‘Lessons from Gdansk Citizens’ Assemblies

Adela Gasiorowska
(law)

Democratic innovations based on random selection and deliberation are claimed to have a potential to
heal the current political and legal system or even transform it towards a more democratic and
participatory direction (Carson, Martin 1999, Gastil, Richards 2013, Gastil, Wright 2019). Regardless
of their role, these innovations should have a certain impact on the policy-making process (Crosby et
al. 1986, Rowe, Frezer 2000, Gutmann, Thompson 2004, Gastil, et al. 2012). One of the popular
democratic innovations is the citizens' assembly (CA). Despite their popularity, most CAs are not
institutionalised yet. Therefore it is difficult to determine their actual impact on public policies. Since
it remains unknown what factors impede or expedite implementation of their recommendations, it is
also hard to say which elements of CAs should be improved to increase their impact. Thus, in this paper
I answer the following research questions: (1) what impact do CAs have on public policies, (2) what
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are the factors that impede or expedite implementation of their recommendations and (3) which
elements of design or implementation of the CAs could be improved to increase the chances that CAs’
recommendations will be implemented. For this purpose I conducted the case study of three CAs, which
were organised in Gdansk in the years 2016-2018. The case study was conducted with the use of a desk
research method, formal-legal analysis, and IDIs and FGI conducted with various actors participating
in the CAs. The study shows that the analysed cases of CAs had positive but not very strong impact on
public policies. They seem to have a potential to remain the advisory bodies to elected officials and to
be used as one of many deliberative and participatory tools which are aimed to complement the current
political and legal system. At the same time, most of the interviewed actors were willing CAs to be
further implemented and refined in line with identified improvements.

Legal aggregate

In the search for an answer to the question "how much law is in force in the state?" one can turn to the
results of macroeconomic considerations on the analogous question "how much money is in the
economy?". However, while economics distinguishes at least several measures of such a monetary
aggregate, in legal science the discussion of the actual volume of laws is usually reduced to an indication
of the number of all legal acts in force at any given time - or the number of their pages. This approach
is inadequate for at least two reasons: (1) the legal acts in force, including laws, may be of a completely
different nature and importance in the legal system, which should be reflected even vaguely in such
summaries; (2) depending on the type of considerations being carried out, it may be useful to relativize
the view of a collection of legal acts in terms of the characteristics relevant to those considerations. A
solution may be the proposal of legal aggregates, that is, different ways of counting the total normative
material taking into account at least the basic differences between the different types of legislation.
After all, while from a purely positivist point of view two laws enacted under the appropriate procedure
are formally no different, legal realism suggests taking into account that their role in the legal system
may be quite different. Thus, using publicly available data, a set of legal acts in force in Poland was
constructed, along with features that would allow us to usefully distinguish between them - and
distinguish several distinct aggregates, such as L0, L1 or L2, with reference to the monetary aggregates
MO, M1 and M2. The use of such distinctions will make it possible to arrive at a more reliable picture
of reality in the context of discussions of such phenomena as inflation or legal volatility.

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The growing role of non-permanent members of the UN Security Council

Kamil Mielus
(political science and public administration)

The UN Security Council (UNSC) has primary responsibility, under the United Nations Charter, for the
maintenance of international peace and security. UNSC is one of the most important UN bodies and the
only one with the authority to issue binding resolutions on member states. Much attention is paid in the
literature to discussing the changing internal dynamics of the UNSC works, incl. the role of permanent
members, the role of the UNSC on specific topics and the UNSC reform. Relatively less attention is
paid to the causes of the growing role of the UNSC non-permanent members as a group and the causes
of effectiveness of specific countries during their term as non-permanent members. The central point of
the presentation is a statement that the role of the non-permanent UNSC members has increased
significantly in the years 2001-2021, compared to the period 1945-2000. As a result, non-permanent
members can effectively shape and influence the UNSC agenda. The two main hypotheses are that 1)
the more a country is rooted in the United Nations structures, the bigger its role in the UN Security
Council decision-making process during its term as a non-permanent member. 2) the stronger a political
clash between the permanent members, the bigger the role of non-permanent members. The author will
explore the issue by means of interviews with former UN diplomats and case studies of selected non-
permanent members. The presentation will consist of four elements. It will start with (i) presenting the
basic formal environment and political dynamics of the UNSC activities. Another issue will be outlining
(i) the hypotheses and describing them from the methodological angle. Then (@ii) the most important
mechanisms of influence of non-permanent members on the UNSC works (incl. blocking majority,
penholding, coalition building) will be discussed. Further, (iv) the evolution of the role of the UNSC
non-permanent members since 1945 (broken down into two periods, i.e. 1945-2000 and 2001-2021)
will be discussed. The presentation will conclude with (v) presenting selected case studies and first
results of the interviews, based upon specific terms of elected members and cooperation of ten non-
permanent members as a group, to support the hypotheses.

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Defining Global Hierarchies in the 1960s-1970s Socialist Poland

Bartosz Matyja
(sociology)

The destalinization process in state-socialist Europe had brought about important intellectual challenges
that started to reshape the ideological sphere in the entire Soviet bloc (Kolar, 2016). An important
transformation took place against the background of the socialist countries’ foreign relations, in
particular with regard to the West. The reinvention of the peaceful coexistence doctrine created a new
space for cooperation over the so-called Iron Curtain. The economic, organizational, and scientific ties
promptly began to reappear. Since the mid-1950s, Eastern Europe including Poland had been witnessing
a growing interest in fostering international cooperation. Already in 1957, the Polish government
applied for membership in the General Agreement on Tariffs and Trade (GATT), an agreement between
many states aiming at promoting international trade by liberating tariffs and quantitative barriers. The
efforts for the accession continued until the finally successful application in 1967 (Jarzabek, 2014).
Even before that, the scientific institutions in Poland began their preparation for the potential
development of international cooperation (Olsakova, 2018). Already in the mid-1960s, dependency
theories started to influence geopolitical and geoeconomic thinking in the Soviet Union and the satellite
countries. Though it was commonly claimed in the official narrative that the socialist bloc has managed
to form an alternative world system based on the structures of the Council for Mutual Economic
Assistance, the new situation encouraged a reconceptualization of global interconnectedness (Pula,
2020). The new challenges in geopolitical imaginary stemmed also from the ongoing West-European
integration (Germuska, 2019; Ger6cs & Pinkasz, 2018; Romano, 2022). In the paper, I investigate the
attempts of the political and intellectual elites of the Polish United Workers Party (PZPR) to localize
Poland within the changing structures of the world system and their evolution over time. In doing so, I
refer to the world-systems analysis as one of the most influential perspectives which still inspire
research on state-socialist Europe and its position within the capitalist world-system (Amin, 2016;
Borocez, 1992; Chase-Dunn, 1982; Kagarlitsky, 2007; Pula, 2020; Wallerstein, 1974). I analyze the
archival documents of the PUWP and the content of “Nowe Drogi” (New Paths), the official monthly
issued by the Central Committee of the party from the selected period, and selected documents of both
the PZPR and the government. I follow three main questions: What opportunities and threats were
perceived for socialist Poland as it entered the new model of relations with the global system? How
were these relations defined in the official and unofficial materials of the PUWP? Finally, what impulses
and diagnoses (backwardness? peripheralization? technological promises?) informed the geopolitical
thinking of the party elites?

The gap between the principle of temporary refuge and refugee status: scope,
consequences, remedies

Maciej Grzeskowiak
(law)

The highest on record worldwide number of refugees (26,6 million as of 2022; UNHCR, 2022) and of
those in protracted refugee situations (around 15,6 million; UNHCR, 2021) is partly to be blamed on
the protracted nature of many of contemporary armed conflicts and the currently observed “solidarity
crisis” among states who are unwilling to resettle refugees. However, it is now understood that
protracted refugee situations also result from conditions within host states (Milner, 2014). These internal
conditions include large-scale disenfranchisement and poor, if not inhumane, treatment characterized
by lack of any sense of legal stability and formal means of integration with local communities. As a
result, millions of displaced persons in host states exist on the margin of society, dependent on
humanitarian aid, and indefinitely stuck in refugee camps, all of which effectively precludes a durable
solution in the form of a local integration (Hathaway, Neve, 1997). The above is a brief description of
what is hypothesized to be the empirical consequences of the major normative gap existing within the
international refugee protection framework - the gap between the principle of temporary refuge and
refugee status. The underinclusive definition of “refugee” from the 1951 Refugee Convention expressly
creates a nexus between an individual’s refugee status and an individual’s persecution in the country of
origin on one of five explicitly stated grounds. The refugee status, in turn, brings with it a broad array
of rights in the host state. Accordingly, those not subjected to persecution in countries of origin fall
outside the scope of the definition, even if fleeing natural disasters or the generalized violence inherent
in armed conflicts (McAdam, 2006). As per the customary principle of temporary refuge applicable in
mass-influx situations, these individuals (dubbed de facto refugees in the literature) may not be rejected
at the frontier or expelled (Lambert, 2021); nevertheless, given the reluctance of states to accord them
broader rights, they remain confined to the miserable reality of tented camps or urban slums (Hovil,
2022). The research project deploys both dogmatic and empirical approaches (including participant
observation, qualitative interviews and desk study) in order to uncover the clear scope of the gap under
study as well as its empirical consequences, observable both on the global level and locally, in major
contemporary refugee situations. Two case studies were selected for that purpose — Lebanon and
Uganda — exemplifying dramatically different approaches to the problem, with Uganda presumed to
bridge the gap by progressive refugee policy (Hoff, 2019) and Lebanon believed to perpetuate the
problem (Kikano, Fauvead, Lizzeralde, 2021).

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Asylum policy preferences and fear of migrants — a cross-national study of ten EU states

Artem Graban
(political science and public administration)

The perception of immigrants as a threat to receiving societies is arguably one of the most politically
relevant public sentiments in Europe. Migrants, including asylum seekers, are blamed for undermining
their new homes’ culture, security, and economy. Framing migrants and asylum-seekers as a threat is
the focus of a wide range of scholarship (Badea et al., 2017; Gorodzeisky & Semyonov, 2019; Louis et
al., 2013; Malhotra et al., 2013; Semyonov et al., 2004). However, research scrutinizing the influence
of the perception of migrants as a threat on asylum policy preferences is scarce and operationalizes
policy in vague and general terms (Hootegem et al., 2020). This contribution will use original data from
a conjoint survey experiment on asylum policy preferences carried out on representative samples in 10
EU states (Austria, Denmark, Germany, Portugal, Spain, Bulgaria, Hungary, Poland, Slovenia, and
Croatia (N = 15,800). The conjoint operationalizes asylum policy as consisting of five policy
dimensions (Allocation, Border Control, Freedom of Movement, Right to Work, and Policy Cost). The
Allocation dimension is based on the recent proposal of the New Pact on Migration and Asylum, and
its features measure preferences towards responsibility and solidarity between EU  states.
Study suggests that perceiving immigrants as a threat is a highly relevant factor in explaining refugee
policy preferences, in particular in the area of the mode of refugee allocations and the freedom of
movement and right to work while the asylum application is being processed.

Syrian Refugee Policy of Turkey: Narrative, Implementation and the Qutcome

Ahmet Cihangiroglu
(political science and public administration)

Studies on Syrian refugees in Turkey mainly focus on the socio-cultural aspect of the situation
(Alpaydin, 2017; Safak-Ayvazoglu et al., 2021), living conditions of the refugees (i.e.: Ozden 2013),
their integration (Igduygu & Simsek, 2016) and potential problems which might occur as a result of the
immigration (Akar & Erdogdu, 2019; Aras & Duman, 2019). This study aims at filling a gap in the
literature. It takes a novel approach by first analyzing the narrative of the President of Turkey, Recep
Tayyip Erdogan, on the issue. It then verifies whether the narrative and the implementation of his policy
overlap via cross-checking them with the outcomes. The study hypothesizes that the noble narrative
used by Erdogan as a justification tool for his uncontrolled refugee policy differs from the
implementation. The results of the Syrian immigration in Turkey suggest that his policy comes with
ulterior motives. These motives might include taking advantage of Syrian workforce as cheap labor,
holding them as a trump card, especially when it comes to negotiations with Europe, and, using them
as an excuse to be a part of Syrian war. In order to verify our hypotheses, we ask the following questions
in the research: - How can the narrative of Erdogan be regarded as on the Syrian refugee policy of
Turkey; - How is this policy implemented in Turkey; - What are the results of this policy at social,
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economic and political levels. The study utilizes a mixed-methodology to reach its aim. Accordingly,
the first question is answered via content analysis whereas the rest of the questions are addressed
through process tracing. Findings of the analysis show that the narrative on the topic is susceptible to
changes both in international and also in domestic political arenas. Accordingly, it can be stated that the
existence of Syrian refugees in Turkey are exploited by the incumbents to serve various purposes such
as using them as a trump card regarding negotiations with the EU, exposing them as cheap labor force
and also benefit from them for their pro-Sunni agenda. Wars or conflicts, be they internal or not, have
many costs. Refugees are one of them, both for the origin and for the hosting countries. As a country
which hosts the largest number of refugees in the world according to UNHCR’s data (Refugees and
Asylum Seekers in Turkey — UNHCR Turkey, n.d.), and learning from the ever-lasting war in Syria,
Turkey possesses a very important case to be analyzed which would also be to the benefit of other
countries that might be affected by the consequences of wars or any other kinds of tension.

Refugee Policy of Turkey and its Implications on Electoral Preferences

Batuhan Tiimer
(political science and public administration)

The Syrian Civil War and the following instability in the Middle East caused an unprecedented influx
of refugees seeking asylum in the West (Akar & Erdogdu 2019: 926). The “EU-Turkey Deal” and the
liberal refugee policy of the incumbent Turkish government has turned Turkey into the country that
hosts the most refugees in the world — close to 4 million refugees according to UNHCR. (Lehner 2018:
176) (UNHCR: The UN Refugee Agency, 2022). The refugee crisis and government responses to it has
become a prominent debate in several European countries and contributed to the increase in the
popularity of anti-immigration parties throughout Europe such as the Golden Dawn in Greece, Vlaams
Belang in Belgium, Finns Party in Finland, National Rally in France, Pegida and AfP in Germany and
Victory Party (Zafer Partisi) in Turkey. (Sonmez & Demirci 2020: 15). This article examines how the
“refugee crisis” following the Syrian Civil War has impacted the electoral preferences of the Turkish
voters. The authors will compare the election results and polls in Turkish provinces over the years and
the number of hosted refugees living in those provinces to observe whether there is a visible correlation
between the number of hosted refugees and the decrease in the popularity of the ruling party — AKP as
well as the increase in popularity of the opposition, particularly the staunchly anti-immigrant Victory
Party (Zafer Partisi). As the country that hosts the most refugees, it can be assumed that the sudden and
unprecedented influx of refugees might have significant implications on the electoral preferences of the
Turkish voter base. The article tests this assumption.

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Is there any relationship between the temperament of an infant and social attentional
network development within the 1st year of life?

Tanaya Batabyal
(psychology)

The role of individual differences in attentional efficiency and its contribution in the development of
successful self-regulation (Posner & Rothbart, 1998, 2000, 2007; Rueda, Posner, & Rothbart, 2004) has
been a widely explored research domain. Findings from these studies have contributed in establishing
a close relationship between attention regulation and temperament along development (Rueda, Posner
& Rothbart, 2011). Temperament refers to intrinsic individual differences in emotional, motor, and
attentional reactivity in relation with the self-regulatory processes that modulate such reactivity, which
are observable from birth (Rothbart and Bates, 2006). Reactivity is classified along a negative/avoidant
(i.e. negative affectivity, NA) and a positive/approaching (i.e. surgency, SUR) axis, whereas
orienting/regulation has been linked to executive attention (Rothbart and Bates, 2006). Studies in the
past have shown that higher temperamental reactivity and poorer self-regulation are associated with
deficits in attention control (Compton, 2000). Different temperamental profiles have been linked to
differences in children’s executive attention. Prefrontal structures associated with the control of
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attention (e.g., ACC, DLPFC, or VLPC) modulate the activation of limbic structures (essentially
amygdala, hippocampus, and nucleus accumbens), thus the interaction amongst these neural circuits
has been proposed to explain individual variability in temperament (Rohr et al., 2015; Whittle et al.,
2006). Overall, these studies suggest that temperamental measures can in fact be a predictor of later
executive attention skills (Ursache et al., 2013). Hypothesis: Individual temperamental measures at
infancy may be associated with oscillatory features of attentional networks in conditions of varying
social attentional demands. In the current study, we explored how individual temperamental measures
at infancy within 1st year of life, related to oscillatory features of brain electrophysiological activity in
specific channel groups, associated with attentional networks. A study was designed to investigate
parent reported measures of Infant Behaviour Questionnaire-Revised (IBQ-R) data from 51 typically
developing infants,(m=28, f=23) recruited at 5 months and tested at both 5 months and 11 months of
age (average IBQ R scores of both time points) and related it to the EEG (64 channel) power spectral
measures obtained at 11 months of age for theta (3-5Hz), alpha(6-9Hz), beta(13-20Hz), lower
gamma(21-30Hz) and upper gamma(31-45Hz) frequency bands, for frontal, central, occipital, left
temporoparietal and right temporoparietal group of electrodes, while looking at dynamic faces and
dynamic objects on screen. The results show a negative correlation between IBQ-R surgency scores
with power spectral measures of beta (r=-.278,p=.049), lower gamma(r=-.277,p=.049), upper gamma
(r=-.335,p=.016) in frontal and beta (r=-.378,p=0.006), lower gamma (r=-.314,p=.025), upper gamma
(r=-310,p=0.027) in central channels during dynamic object viewing and negative correlation between
IBQ-R surgency scores with power spectral measures of beta (r=-.295,p=0.036) in central electrodes
and upper gamma (r=-.283,p=.044) in frontal electrodes during dynamic faces viewing. No significant
correlations were observed between other subscales (negative affectivity and orientation) and eeg power
spectral measures for other frequency bands and channel groups. Thus to summarise, the current study
shows that dimensional measures of temperament in the domain of surgency has a characteristic
negative association with neural oscillations of beta and gamma frequency ranges in electrode groups
overlieing mediofrontal areas. This might be the basis for neural communication between cortical areas
of the brain associated with attentional networks in mediofrontal areas and motivational pathways
associated with approaching behaviour to stimuli with varied social attentional demand. Study funded
by NCN.

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Bilingual and monolingual organization of the mental lexicon: A study with Cross-
Linguistic Lexical Tasks CLT

Magdalena Krysztofiak
(psychology)

Research on language development in infants and preschoolers highlights the role of the child’s lexical
skills since they are an important predictor of later language functioning (Marchman & Fernald, 2008).
Moreover, assessment of the child’s productive vocabulary with picture naming tasks and analyses of
the naming errors allow us to investigate and extend current models of the organization and
development of the mental lexicon (Altman et al., 2017; Li, 2009). However, most of these studies
concern monolingual language development or bilingual second language (L2) development and there
is less research on the organization of the mental lexicon in bilinguals’ first language (L1) (De Houwer,
2020). Current studies also emphasize that in order to build more reliable models of language
development, we need to analyze large-scale data sets with data collected from many participants and
backgrounds (Braginsky et al.,2019). This study aims to investigate the organization of the mental
lexicon in bilingual and monolingual preschool-aged children focusing on bilinguals’ L1 (Polish), using
a picture naming task. Specifically, research questions and hypotheses concern differences in the types
of naming errors between mono- and bilingual children and between bilingual children who acquire
different L2 (English, Norwegian), thus reflecting specific features of bilinguals’ mental lexicon
organization in their L1. Two main categories of errors are errors semantically related and not related
to the target word, in line with previous studies (e.g., Sheng, 2014; Masterson et al., 2008). Furthermore,
it is hypothesized that patterns of naming errors will change with the child’s age and may depend on
the age of L2 onset and input in L1 and L2. The study includes analyses of a large-scale dataset from
previous studies, including data from 119 monolingual Polish children and 144 bilingual Polish children
acquiring different L2 (English, Norwegian) aged from 3 to 8 years (M = 5.63, SD = 0.87). Children
were assessed with Polish Cross-Linguistic Lexical Tasks (CLT) that target comprehension and
production of nouns and verbs through picture choice and picture naming tasks. In this study, the focus
is on the naming tasks and specifically production errors made by children. Initial results indicate
possible differences in the pattern of naming errors between mono- and bilingual children and highlight
the role of the child’s age, age of L2 onset, and input in L1 and L2 in predicting the proportion of
semantic naming errors made by children in their L1. The study extends our current knowledge of the
organization of the mental lexicon in bilingual children in their L1 and informs models which consider
dynamic relationships between L1 and L2 and factors such as the age of L2 onset and input (Li, 2009).
Moreover, the results may also allow us to describe typical strategies bilingual children use to overcome
difficulties in word production. The study is a part of the PolkaNorski project: “Polish and Norwegian
language and world knowledge development in mono- and multilingual children” (UMO-
2019/34/H/HS6/00615)

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Identity Conflict and Radicalisation of Muslim Youth in Sri Lanka

Sri Lanka is a multi-religious and multi-ethnic country which has a history of violence against ethno-
religious minorities. Ethnoreligious violence is not new to Sri Lanka. Sri Lanka has witnessed varied
forms of ethnic and religious confrontation from pre-colonial and colonial times to its post-
independence history. Muslims consider themselves a separate ethno-religious group and their identity
is based on their adherence to the principles of Islam. This identity formation has been led ‘us’ and
‘them’ between Muslims and other ethnic groups in Sri Lanka. Muslims in Sri Lanka have faced several
ethnic violence (Nagaraj and Haniffa, 2017). Sri Lanka had a thirty years of ethnic war between Tamils
and the government of Sri Lanka. After the end of the war in 2009, Sri Lanka saw a shift in conflict
dynamics with state sanctioned Sinhala Buddhist triumphalism promoting a discourse that claimed
minority groups, especially the country’s Muslims, threatened the Sinhala race. In this context, my study
proposes to examine the impact of such anti-Muslim sentiments and violence on youth in the Muslim
community especially in the light of the recent Easter Sunday explosions in Colombo in April 2019,
which raised the disturbing question over the status of youth identity politics and radicalisation in Sri
Lanka’s Muslim community. Sri Lanka’s post-independence ethnic violence and post-war anti-Muslim
attacks, as well as the recent Easter Sunday bombings also show that violence is deeply entrenched
within society. Guantilake (2018) argues “that democratic transitions alone cannot prevent ethno-
religious violence in Sri Lanka due to at least three drivers that entrench such violence: the entitlement
complex of the Sinhala-Buddhist majority, the existential fears of the Sinhala-Buddhist majority, and
the exceptionalism afforded to the Buddhist clergy” (Gunatilake, 2018, p.3) which can provoke
reactions from the minority. The identity of Muslims can be examined by acknowledging the
relationship between the religious, ethnic, economic and political (Klem, 2011). Even though Muslims
have differentiated themselves from other ethnic communities, they have also been splintering into
several groups on the basis of religious ideology and practice (religious purification) among themselves
since the 1950s. Thus, since the1950s, Muslims have also become their own ‘other’ as a result of internal
conflicts and sharp divisions among several sectarian groups (McGilvray, 2011). The Easter Sunday
attack was committed and led by the National Thawheedh Jamath (NTJ)- Wahabist movement. This
was the first evidence that some Muslim youth have transformed into well-organized units, espousing
a militant and violent approach against other ethnic groups. Thus, my main research question is: Why
does identity politics lead to radicalization of Muslim youth? Moreover, how does the Sinhala
Nationalist political discourse of Sri Lanka contribute to the radicalization of Muslim youth? The
objective of the study are: to provide a nuanced understanding of the role of identity politics in
radicalization among Muslim youth; To explore identity politics of Muslim youth in Sri Lanka from
1990 to up to now; To understand the impact of [slamic reformation on Muslim youth identity formation
and radicalization. Interpretive approach was used for data analysis. The semi- structured interview,
focus group discussion methods were followed to obtain information from respondents. The study was
focus on locations Galle, Kandy, Kalmunai, Kathankudy and Mawanella. Anti-Muslim campaign and
violence are the main causes behind the radicalisation. Further, indoctrination of Wahabist ideology
also contributed to the violence extremism.

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Entering adulthood in the shadow of the war - an analysis of the plans of Ukrainian
youth in Poland

Karolina Madej
(sociology)

The Russian invasion of Ukraine significantly affects many dimensions of the lives of Ukrainians,
including those staying in Poland. Children and adolescents are a particularly sensitive group in this
respect (Ensor & Gozdziak 2016). The subject of this paper will be the impact of the war on the process
of entering adulthood, as well as the further life plans of Ukrainian youth in Poland. The very
process of entering adulthood is often a difficult, demanding experience (Brzezinska & Syska 2016).
It is associated with many challenges, including making important decisions regarding further education
or professional development. The war in Ukraine and often forced migration of Ukrainian youth to
neighboring countries made the time, which by its nature is difficult for young people, even more
demanding (Elvevag & Delisi 2022). First, like all other migrants they have to face problems related
to integration with the host society, such as learning new language or adapting to a new educational
system (Penninx 2005). Secondly, due to the ongoing war, these young people are currently under
conditions of high uncertainty — political, economic, family, which translates into their current
situation, including psychosocial well-being and life plans. Finally, the above-mentioned aspects also
“overlap” with the challenges arising from the very process of entering adulthood. The aim of the
study is to answer the following research questions: 1) How did the war affect the situation of
Ukrainian youth who came to Poland before and after the beginning of the Russian invasion? 2) What
is the influence of the war situation on the plans of young Ukrainians in the short and long term?; 3)
What are the main integration barriers identified by these young people? 4) What are the coping
strategies of young Ukrainians in Poland under conditions of high uncertainty? The research
methodology assumes the applying of the “mixed methods” approach. The conclusions presented in
the paper will be based on two sources. First, an analysis of quantitative data on the presence of
Ukrainian youth in Poland will be presented (statistic data, results of a panel study carried out by the
Centre of Migration Research UW). The second component will consist of a preliminary qualitative
study — the results of the first 10 qualitative interviews conducted with Ukrainian migrants aged 16-18
who came to Poland for the first time, both before and after the beginning of the war in Ukraine. The
paper will be based on the following conclusions: 1) The war has a significant impact on various aspects
of the life of Ukrainian youth in Poland — the most important of these aspects are the security, the family
and educational situation; 2) Both young people who came to Poland before and after the beginning of
the war experience its impact on their future life plans, not only in the short but also in the long term.
3) There are, however, visible differences as to how the influence of the war on life plans is felt by
young people who came to Poland before and after the war started.

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Pedagogy of collecting. Enlightment-Romantic collecting as educational activity — the
Polish case

Paulina Paul
(education)

The overall goal of the project is to extract from the history of museology those elements that make up
the educational image of collecting and museology, especially on Polish territories. The leading research
path will therefore be the interpretation of the collecting and museum activity of the time as a broadly
understood pedagogical and educational activity. The preliminary research carried out so far has shown
that both in Polish ideas and museum assumptions developed in the period of the Enlightenment and
Romanticism, the methods proposed by the then educators of the Enlightenment, such as Frangois
Fénelon, John Locke or Jean-Jacques Rousseau (e.g. teaching through experience, polysensory,
stimulating curiosity): private collections, the first public museums or emerging school museums
responded to educational inspirations. The Polish case is interesting because of the specific political and
cultural situation, which to some extent were determined by geographical location of the country. The
project involves considering the case against a broader European background because, despite its
originality and specificity, it was not isolated. An important research question is related to this: did
Polish collecting and museology assimilate and acquire European ideas? Additionally: did it inspire and
influence the development of the discussed phenomena in other European countries? The basic research
hypothesis is: the Enlightenment-Romantic museum itself was a research and pedagogical method.
Therefore, I see education as one that has played a significant role in the process of developing and
publishing private collections. Moreover - inspired by Michel Foucault's thought - I treat the museum
as an effect of educational development, and not as an independent, influencing center. This research
project is a proposal of a new approach to the topic and the introduction of previously absent
comparisons, which are justified in the social sciences and humanities. The research will be based on
studies (given here in the selection) that present the following perspectives: A) Pedagogical and
philosophical: Buczek (2016), Foucault (2005), Szkudlarek (2017), Trohler (2011); B) Museological
and historical: Alexander (1979), Barthes (1984), Bazin (1967), Braudel (1999), De Rosset, Bednarz
Doiczmanowa & Totysz (2018), Folga-Januszewska (2006), Kizwalter (2020), Ktudkiewicz & Mencfel
(2014), Le Goff (2007), Mencfel (2019), Pomian (1996), Zygulski Jr. (1982); C) Anthropological and
memory: Assmann (2013), Erll (2018), Jurkowska (2016), Saryusz-Wolska & Traba (2014); D)
Sociological: Bourdieu, Darbel & Schnapper (1991), Clifford (2000), Dudek (2013), Koselleck (2012).

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The Constraint of liberal ordering: Non-western powers and the implication on the
normative foundation of liberal international order

Johnson Chandam,
(political science and public administration)

The rise of non-western powers engenders a significant challenge to the existing pattern of world order,
particularly on the US-led liberal international order(LIO). Although carries different meanings and
having various dimensions, the essence of LIO is founded on the basis of political regime — the rule of
liberal democracy. This guiding political framework based on liberal democracy acts as the normative
foundation of LIO. In this context, this doctoral project intends to study the implication on the normative
foundation of LIO rendered by the perception of GP3 (China, Russia, and India) on world order. The
literatures on LIO vis-a-vis non-western powers are abundant but the existing works are focused on
authoritarian powers thus having a lacuna on non-western democracy like India. Moreover, the existing
works are primarily driven by the narratives of war and peace, explained by the theoretical schools of
realism and liberalism. Besides, there has been no study on the subject devoted exclusively on GP3. In
order to guide the research direction, the project attempts to address the research question: how does
GP3 constrain the normative foundation of LIO? Corresponding to this question, the argument of the
thesis carries the presumption that GP3’s understanding of the world order driven by pluralism
constrains the normative foundation of LIO. By pluralism, it means the endorsement of diverse political
regimes on the part of GP3 in the construction of a truly global order. In contextualizing the project, the
theoretical framework is guided by constructivism while the methodological foundation is based on
discourse analysis. Discourse analysis, in this study, corresponds to analyzing the perspectives of GP3
on the question of normative foundation of world order, meaning how they construct their own ideas
and interests in the configuration of world order. As such, official documents, speeches and remarks,
media, scholarly works, interviews, think-tank reports and the like form the main basis of data.
Preliminary data collection and analyses of the discourses suggest GP3 states are inclined on
constructing a more truly global order inclusive of all the great powers and reflecting the ideas, interests,
values, and identities of all states — western and non-western powers alike, but neither dominated by
Western hegemony nor reflecting merely the values and ideas (normative foundation) of the West. This
way of understanding of the world order by GP3 is how the normative foundation of LIO is constrained.

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Our Donbas: the Discursive Construction of National Identity in Donbas
between 2014 and 2022

Ivan Posylnyi
(sociology)

Over last 8 years the Ukrainian industrial region of Donbas has been the focus of various discourses of
Russian invasion of Ukraine. In fact, before 2014 the Ukrainian national identity and the Donbas
regional identity formation were both seen through the post-soviet, or transitional premises in academia
(Pirie P 1996, Kubicek 1997, Barrington 2002, Ryabchuk 2003, Kulyk 2011). Not much changed after
Russia annexed the Crimean peninsula and occupied the southeastern part of Donbas. Sociological
analysis was predominantly concentrating on the Soviet identity of Donbas, limiting the deconstruction
of residents’ national identity to four “traditional” axes — Ukrainian, Russian, Soviet, and regional in
their different configurations (Abibok 2018, Kydelia & Van Zyl 2019). Although some Ukrainian
scholars and publicists attempted to widen the perspective on Donbas identity (Kulikov 2018, Jakubova
2020), such research was rather descriptive and did not study the identity formation process in the
context of Russian aggression. My research aims to contribute to the studies of national identity in
Donbas after 2014 by looking at different layers of identity formation in both occupied and non-
occupied parts of Donbas. In particular, I study official, public, and cultural types of discourse in both
parts of Donbas and the usage of historical narratives in order to construct the national identity in the
region. I claim that history becomes the instrument of dealing with the prevailing Soviet myth about
Donbas. Thus, my hypothesis is that in the non-occupied Donbas history is used to deconstruct the
Soviet identity of Donbas and its residents, whereas in the occupied part history is instrumentalized for
reconstruction of representations of the Soviet past. The discourse analysis of national identity is based
on the three categories of sources: a) official texts, such as speeches of local and national politicians,
normative documents, school textbooks, etc.; b) public texts, including news, interviews, practices of
commemoration and celebration, etc.; c) culture texts, i.e. audio-visual art (photography,
cinematography, music), fictional stories, poetry, etc. | assume that the research will uncover the two
conflicting images of Donbas, which are rooted in different understandings of history, as well as the
significant role of myths, ingrained in the Donbas residents’ identity.

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Short-term repercussions of the war in Ukraine in the South Caucasus: Armenia's
foreign policy approaches to a new regional balance of power

(political science and public administration)

The Russian invasion of Ukraine on February 24, 2022 has delineated a new phase in the rivalry between
Russia and the West, leaving some weak subjects of international relations with less capacity for
resilient foreign policy. The defeat of Armenia in the Second Karabakh War with Azerbaijan made
Yerevan more dependent on Russia. After the war, Russia became the only power that was responsible
for the security of Armenians in Karabakh with the so-called peacekeeping troops stationed there and
continued to be considered as a security guarantee of Armenia. Nonetheless, Turkey’s large-scale
military assistance to Azerbaijan during the Second Karabakh War in 2020 and the convergence of
Russian-Turkish relations over the past decade raised objective concerns in Armenia. Since the losing
control over Karabakh, Armenia has felt distrust of Russia, experiencing Russian reluctance to constrain
Azerbaijan's further military intentions towards Armenia, seeing how Moscow tends to sacrifice the
Armenian interests in favor of common Russian-Turkish and Russian-Azerbaijani geo-economic
projects. The Russian war in Ukraine has become an additional accelerator for Russia to strengthen its
relations with Turkey and Azerbaijan in order to soften or bypass the economic sanctions imposed by
the Western. In this context, the signed document on broad allied cooperation between Azerbaijan and
Russia two days before the invasion caused Armenia to be more cautious towards Russia. Meanwhile,
Azerbaijan's continued belligerent rhetoric with ultimatum character towards Armenia, pushing to
unilateral concessions, forced Armenia to make a risky attempt to negotiate Western assistance in
preparing a comprehensive peace deal with Baku. With the current dynamic reshuffling of the regional
order, Armenia had no choice but to accept EU and US assistance in settling border issues with
Azerbaijan, with the prospect of signing a peace deal.

Arab Gulf monarchies towards the civil war in Syria

Ernest Hryhorowicz
(political science and public administration)

Before the outbreak of the civil war, Syria had been an important actor on the political map of the
Middle East. The armed conflict that erupted in the wake of the Arab Spring created both opportunities
and threats for other states in the region. Saudi Arabia, Qatar and the United Arab Emirates — the most
internationally active Arab Gulf monarchies — initially adopted a similar approach towards the events
in Syria. They quickly severed diplomatic ties with the Bashar Al-Assad regime and supported
opposition forces. They also became involved in the conflict in the form of financial and military
support provided to anti-government forces. However, over time and with the regaining of control over
the territory by the Syrian government, the positions of these states became more and more divergent.
In 2018, the United Arab Emirates re-opened its embassy in Damascus and considered the suspension
of Syria's membership in the Arab League as a mistake. Saudi Arabia has also expressed interest in
rapprochement with the Bashar Al-Assad regime. The smallest change has taken place in the position
of Qatar, which is still unequivocally against the normalization of relations with Damascus. Due to the
strategic importance of the Arab Gulf states, both in terms of their geopolitical location and economic
impact, their foreign policies have been of interest to researchers for many years. Main works in this
area include The International Relations of the Persian Gulf, The Small Gulf States: Foreign and
Security Policies before and after the Arab Spring and Foreign Relations of the GCC Countries: Shifting
Global and Regional Dynamics. However, the high dynamics of changes at the regional and supra-
regional level as well as domestic developments in the monarchies of the Arabian Peninsula generate
new research questions and the need to update scientific knowledge about the goals and motivations of
these states. The presentation will aim at discussing and explaining the evolution of the policies of Saudi
Arabia, Qatar and the United Arab Emirates towards the civil war in Syria. The analysis will be
conducted as a comparative case study within the theoretical perspective of neoclassical realism. Main
works representing this approach are Neoclassical realism, the state and foreign policy, Unanswered
threats: political constraints on the balance of power and Neoclassical Realist Theory of International
Politics. Neoclassical realism enables adoption of a systemic perspective while simultaneously taking
account of domestic conditions, which are particularly important in the case of the three states whose
foreign policies towards Syria will be discussed. The main hypothesis is the assumption that these states
have been adjusting their attitude towards the conflict primarily on the basis of an assessment of its
impact on their regional position and on the security of their regimes. Ideological aspects seem not
crucial when making decisions regarding relations with Syria, as long as they do not affect the internal
stability of the states.

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Islamic Republic of Iran as a state-sponsor of international terrorism

Monika Stachon
(security studies)

Since the establishment of the Islamic Republic of Iran in 1979, support for international terrorism has
been an aspect of its activities in the international area. This is a way to achieve its strategic objectives,
but also to promote national interests. The post-Khomeini political regime is characterized by
extraordinary ideological, political and institutional complexity. Government decisions are often not
the expression of reasons of state, but complex processes that combine politics with religion and the
rich tradition of the Persian state. The objective of the research project is to analyze the problem of state
support of terrorism on the example of the Iran along with the actions taken by the international
community to combat and prevent such activities. The author will try to answer some research
questions, such as: What are the reasons for the Islamic Republic of Iran’s involvement in terrorist
activities? How does the Iranian government support terrorist actors and what kind of measures it use?
What are the goals of Iran’s sponsorship of terrorism? What is the impact of supporting terrorist actors
by Iran on regional and international security? What measures is the international community taking to
counter the Islamic Republic’s activities? Preliminary conclusions from the research are: First, a
distinction must be made between terrorist activities on behalf of the Iranian Government and support
for non-governmental terrorist organisations. Secondly, following the death of Ayatollah Khomeini, the
reasons for sponsoring the Islamic Republic have changed. Initially it was purely ideological, but since
the 1980s this activity has been a means of ensuring the security of the state and the survival of the
political regime. Thirdly, support for the Islamic Republic is always given to those who preach anti-
American, anti-Israeli or anti-Saudi rhetoric. It is worth mentioning that the literature on the Iranian-
sponsored terrorism problem needs to be expanded and clarified. This issue will be taken up, among
other by Edgar O'Balance (The Islamic Fundamentalist Terrorism, 1979-1995: The Iranian Connection,
1997), Bruce Hoffman (Recent Trends and Future Prospects of Iranian Sponsored International
Terrorism, 1994) and Marc De Vore (Exploring the Iran-Hezbollah Relationship: A Case Study of How
State Sponsorship Affects Terrorist Group Decision-Making, 2012). It should be emphasized that these
items are not exhaustive, they touch upon various aspects of Iranian activities, but may constitute
valuable sources of further work in this area. The author conducts research primarily with qualitative
methods. In the first part, using the method of conceptual analysis, the author will present the basic
terms, considering and concluding about their dependencies. In the second part using the historical
method and causal analysis the author will present the reasons for Iran's involvement in supporting
terrorist organizations. Then, using the systemic and institutional and legal analysis, the author will
outline efforts of the international community to combat state support to terrorist organizations. The
study is also complemented by a case study of organisations sponsored by Iran.

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Intergenerational transmission of the memory of war among families in Bosnia and
Herzegovina and the Bosnian diaspora in Europe

Emina Zoletié¢

Background: The proposed research focuses on the intergenerational transmission of memory within
families of those who lived through the war in Bosnia and Herzegovina. A central feature of the war
was the Siege of Sarajevo, the longest in the history of modern warfare. Literature review: The study
of war memory transmission has great social and political significance. The past does not simply
disappear; lived experience eventually becomes a narrative curated among one generation and passed
on to another. What is more, collective memory may lie dormant ready to emerge generations or even
centuries later. The past has a habit of haunting the present; and just when everything appears calm, it
can re-emerge with political force and with devastating effect, which is what happened in Yugoslavia
(Jansen 2007; Bougarel, Helms & Duijzings, 2007). The foundational work in this field has been carried
out by Macek (2017), Yordanova (2018) and Palmberger (2016).4im, research questions and
hypothesis: The principal aim of this study is to explore the intergenerational transmission of the
memory of war among families living in Bosnia-Herzegovina and the EU Bosnian diaspora. The
research questions are: How is the siege of Sarajevo remembered by those who directly experienced
it? What have they told their children and why? To what extent has the memory been selective, and
with what intention or purpose? What was it like for the children to learn of their parents’ suffering
during the war? How is the war memory played out in everyday family life, and with what psychological
consequences, i.e., identity threat, emotional response, political activation, avoidance, denial? In what
way do their responses vary according to geographic/cultural location? How memory is played out in a
wider social, political, and cultural context is also important. In this project, there will be two distinct
target groups: families that remained in Bosnia and families that moved to EU countries. Some working
hypotheses: Memory transmission among families in the diaspora is less influenced by nationalistic
ideas/conceptions compared to the people in Bosnia who are continually exposed to nationalistic
rhetoric, and who experience the added significance of living close to 'sites of memory'. The economic
and employment status of people in Sarajevo compared to the diaspora in the EU affects the way that
war experience is understood. Those who stayed in Sarajevo throughout the siege have acquired a strong
sense of personal pride because they survived during that period. Methodology: The study will be
conceptually and methodologically informed by key contributors to memory studies (Olick & Robbins,
1998; Assmann, 2011; Welzer, 2005). It offers an interdisciplinary approach (sociology and social
psychology) in a multidisciplinary context. The methodological protocol involve (i) conducting a
biographical narrative interview according to Schiitze (1983) with first generation of participants in this
research and (ii) semi-structural interviews with second generation. Interviews will be conducted with
representatives of two generations in the families in Bosnia and families in the EU Bosnian diaspora.
Conclusion: The findings will add to our understanding of a complex and dynamic political situation in
Bosnia-Herzegovina, and situation of Bosnian diaspora in the EU and these comparative insights may
provide a basis for reconciliation that would benefit future generations.

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A Five-Factor Stochastic Differential Equation Discount Rate Model for Private
Corporations

Yedidya Rabinovitz
(economics and finance)

The literature review of discount rates for a public corporation has received many acclamations
throughout the years, the framework begins with the development of Capital Asset Pricing Model
(CAPM) (Sharpe 1964; Lintner 1965). The main foundation of the CAPM lays in the fact that it employs
a funding reference rate for the cost of capital of public firms. The foundational formulation of the
framework is in regression form and predicts return expectation for a single publicly traded firm. This
framework has sparked a plethora of studies which analyze additional factors that address many facets
of public companies cost of capital. To match there are many reviews throughout the years that detail
the CAPM many evolutions as a discount rate, a few of the widespread reviews are (Campbell 2000;
Fama and French 2004; Cochrane 2011). Within the CAPM framework several studies, (Damodaran
2002; Adams et al. 2004; Butler and Pinkerton 2006; Kasper 2008; Rojo-Ramirez 2014), debate
vehemently which adjustments are needed to adapt the CAPM to the unique characteristics of private
corporations. However, using the original premise of CAPM hence risks of corporations should be the
basis of the evaluation of cost of capital, then for private corporations this should be a rate that impacts
their funding. Likewise, the rate should encapsulate a commonality of financial or macroeconomic
risks that pass through it. This leads to reason the Prime Rate is the discount rate for a private
corporation. I developed mathematically using stochastic calculus a Five-Factor Stochastic Differential
Equation Discount Rate. And demonstrate the Prime Rate market economic incentives and risk
dynamics. This stochastic process within its factors possesses characteristics of both equilibrium and
no arbitrage. Numerical analysis shows the theoretical validity of the Five-Factor Stochastic
Differential Equation discount rate. This is seen across all time length comparisons, which include an
empirical comparison of before and after the Federal Reserve momentous policy change. Consequently,
this process demonstrates it can be used as a good proxy for the cost of capital of private corporations
or projects, under different economic regimes.

Climate neutrality targets: where are we from a norm analysis perspective and how
does Poland perform?

Oskar Kulik
(sociology)

Human-induced climate change is one of the critical challenges in the 21st century. Concerns on this
topic are partially addressed by politicians and country leaders due to growing pressure internally and
globally. Climate neutrality targets are a development in climate policy, especially since the 2015 Paris
Agreement. Until 2022 Poland has not yet set a target, although it has agreed on a climate neutrality
target at the EU level. Its performance on climate policies is lagging compared to many of its peers. In
this article, I have selected Finnemore & Sikkink’s concept of a norm cycle as a theoretical framework.
Finnemore & Sikkink strongly influenced the discussion on international norms. In their framework a
norm emerges, reaching a tipping point. After that the norm cascades, to finally become internalised by
an overwhelming majority of States. As climate change forms a global threat, countries share a common
interest in managing the global public good through a set of rules. Based on my preliminary research, I
perceive climate neutrality targets as a critical phase in acknowledging the political and international
importance of climate change. I hypothesise that globally we have passed the norm emergency phase
and tipping point. The climate neutrality targets norm cascaded through a large number of States,
including the overwhelming majority of large emitters. However, an internalisation of the climate
neutrality norm, or treating it as taken for granted is far from being achieved, even among the most
advanced nations. Locally, in the case of Poland, I argue that the norm emergence phase is still present,
as the norm is not yet operationalised and introduced among a wide array of organisations.

In
consequence, the said directive drives more often companies’ decisions, enhancing new solutions which
are eco-friendly. Hence, the development of commercial companies is nowadays highly connected with
the aforementioned green and sustainable policies, and as such new solutions are expected to appear in
trading as being useful and demanded. One of the examples are green bonds. They are fixed-income
instrument that are specifically set to raise the money to solve environmental and climate’s issues. Green
bonds are mainly designated in order to support any environmental projects which encourage
sustainability, in particular to diverse energy sources, minimize pollution and help to renew natural
sources. The issue of green bonds is a signal to the market, showing the company's commitment to
sustainable development, which meets with a positive reaction from investors on the equity markets. In
consequence, green bonds and similar solutions play vital role in sustainable awareness policy and the
opportunities and risks they bring, one must analyze. On the other side, green bonds are also
controversial as traditional scholars say they might be considered as the risk for the economy of
companies and the usage of public interest for this aim. The purpose of this presentation is to provide
an analysis on main detractors when investing in green bonds such as a lack of liquidity. The thesis is
if the risk is beneficial ? For the answer, author aims to use several methodologic methods i.e. economic,
comparison etc. The research is very useful for modern commercial law issues and the pending
questions around.

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Security of the medium-sized state’s gas market

Jakub Wiech
(political science and public administration)

This presentation aims to show the gas sector issues from the perspective of the so-called medium-
sized state — a model country, which is large enough to meet its own energy needs in a significant part
from its own sources, but at the same time too small not to be the target of pressure or even blackmail
by states that own energy resources. The first part of the presentation would describe the gas sector as
part of the modern economy. This part would show the relationship between gas supply and the
development of societies, economic growth, geostrategic security, as well as the possibility of
implementing policies. It would contain references to specific situations from recent history, i.e. the
Ukrainian-Russian gas wars (1991-2015), the construction of the Nord Stream and Nord Stream 2 gas
pipelines (2005-2021), and disputes over gas deposits on the bottom of the Mediterranean Sea (2019-
2020). The second part of the article would be a look at the gas situation of a medium-sized state from
the perspective of Poland. The perspective of Poland would be set here in the context of other European
medium-sized countries (Spain, Romania, Ukraine, Italy), which would allow to highlight the
differences between the approach to energy sector management by such countries. In the third part, the
author would outline the prospects for the development of the gas market for medium-sized states until
2050, pointing to both the current trends governing the global energy sector and the opportunities and
threats related to them. The entire article would be a comprehensive description of the opportunities
and threats that the gas sector brings to the so-called middle countries - their civilization and economic
development as well as internal and external policies. The work will be a polemic with the theses of the
article "Gas-Gigant Russland: Garant der europdischen Energisicherheit" and an extension of the
author's views contained in the monograph ,,Panstwo $rednie — Polska. Studia i szkice”.

Environmental, social and governance (ESG) data disclosure has undoubtedly become one of the most
important tools for sustainable transformation. One of the ways to make ESG reporting more effective
could be gamification and serious games, but firstly, the systematic literature review needed to be
conducted. In terms of setting the foundation for the study, following research questions were stated:
(1) Which tool (gamification vs. serious games) is more often used in ESG data communication? (2)
Which theories are most often used in relevant studies? (3) What type of data (environmental, social or
governance) is most often communicated with serious games or gamification? (4) What are the most
frequent articles’ sources (which journals, proceedings)? (5) Which game mechanisms are most often
used in ESG data communication? As it comes to the methodology - the query (put in 2 databases —
Web of Science and Scopus) was aiming at finding information regarding gamification and ESG
disclosure in the title, abstract or among keywords (TITLE-ABS-KEY) and was established as
following: ((gamif* OR "serious gam*") AND (CSR OR ESG OR climat* OR sustain®*) AND
(communicat®* OR disclos*)). The database comprised 272 articles, 73 of these were repeated, leaving
a database of 199 publications. 126 of these were deemed irrelevant, because the record was not related
to gamification or serious games and ESG communication. Of the remaining entries, 5 were not found
in Open Access or English language version, giving the 68 entries to analyze further. After reviewing
those articles, 33 were relevant in terms of the study scope. The number is not immense, but sizable
enough to draw relevant conclusions. The results show that serious games are much more often used
than gamification, what can be caused by facility of design, usage and implementation. Taking into the
account type of data that was communicated in analyzed articles, it can be stated that vast majority of
it regards the environment. Some research presented communication of more than one type of data (e.g.,
environmental and governance). Only one article was using entirely social information. Governance
data did not appear on their own in research found. It is worth mentioning that study regarding
gamification of governance data communication did not appear. There were 3 articles concerning
gamification usage in social aspects disclosures (including the only study that focused entirely on social
aspects).

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Embodying climate change. The heat in the city

Zofia Bienkowska
(sociology)

Is climate change - manifested by more and more frequent heat waves - already experienced in Poland?
How? What adaptive practices can be observed in a society where there are neither cultural practices
nor infrastructural tools for adaptation to high temperatures? In this paper, I will present the results of
an ethnographic study conducted in the summer months of 2021 and 2022 in Warsaw among people
over 65 years of age. I will show what individual ways of coping with high temperatures have been
developed by my interlocutors and also how the heat affects their everyday lives. According to
epidemiological studies, the elderly are - apart from children - the group most exposed to the health
effects of heat. Moreover, the architectural conditions and the urban structure of Warsaw are not adapted
to longer periods of hot weather. Apartments heat up without the possibility of cooling them down even
at night, and urban air corridors are built up, preventing the cooling of the city space. In addition, long-
term high temperatures are not culturally familiar phenomena - the practices of covering windows or
resting in the middle of the day (siestas) are known to my interlocutors, but they are associated mainly
with the countries of southern Europe. At the same time, the main message that is addressed to the
elderly during hot weather by the media is the need to stay at home - which paradoxically often exposes
them to a greater risk of overheating. With all of the above factors in mind, the elderly usually have to
deal with heat and its effects on their own. The research is carried out as part of the project
"Experiencing climate change. Transdisciplinary study of city overheating “financed by the National
Science Center under the EEA Financial Mechanism 2014-2021 (2019/35/J / HS6 / 03992).

Bibliometric analysis — utility and efficacity of the method in doctoral dissertation on
the example of digital volunteering

Mateusz Jezowski
(sociology)

Bibliometric analysis consists in the application of various data pertinent to scientific publications and
citations used therein in order to perform the assessment of scientific activity of countries, research
institutes, higher education institutions and individual scientistsl. It can also be used to trace the
development of science exemplified by the creation of research networks (both national and
international) as well as by the emergence of new, multidisciplinary fields of study, and to internal
identification of scientific development and progress2. Finally, it can be applied as one of the methods
of desk research, allowing for the assessment of the number of publications and citations relevant for a
given phenomenon3. Reference publications indicate two major approaches towards bibliometric
analysis: performance analysis and science mapping4. The former approach tackles, among others, the
number of publications, the number of citations, years of scientific activity or the value of Hirsch Index.
The latter is more of a qualitative character and focuses on the quality of citations, key words analysis
or co-authors quality. The presentation will concentrate on a brief demonstration of one of the tools
used for bibliometric analysis as well as on the bibliometric analysis results on the example of the
phenomenon of digital volunteering, which is the area of scientific interest of the author. Citation
analysis will be presented (divided by year), as well as key word analysis (including their variations)
and the geographical scope of publications pertinent to digital volunteering. The aim of the presentation
will be to present and to discuss the advantages anddisadvantages of bibliometric analysis as well as to
assess its usefulness in the preparation of doctoral dissertation.

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Intervention research: Math anxiety regulation, impact on math performance

Alsu Shakmaeva
(education)

Emotions play an important role in the learning process influencing students and teachers (Pekrun,
Goetz, Frenzel, Barchfeld & Perry, 2010). Not always intellectual potential decisive for academic
achievement; experiencing strong, upsetting emotions could also contribute to learning impairment and
pose negative consequences (Tyng, Amin, Saad & Malik, 2017). Math anxiety, as a mental and even
physiological condition that occurs when confronted with mathematical stimuli, in this context,
represents a potential risk for developing severe mathematical difficulties affecting learning outcomes
(Hembree, 1990; Ma, 1999; Zhang, Zhao & Kong, 2019) and has harmful long-term consequences for
career choice and professional success (Ashcraft, 2002; Hart & Ganley, 2018). Furthermore, math
anxiety can be considered as both the cause and the result of a math performance deficit that exacerbates
subsequent negative outcomes (Young, Wu & Menon, 2012; Carey, Hill, Devine, & Sziics, 2015). A
clear knowledge of how to regulate math anxiety and mitigate its negative impact on math performance
is of particular importance. Therefore, research is focused on possible ways to help reduce math anxiety
and support students’ mathematical development. This paper aims to give an overview of the recent
intervention studies that examined the effects of various methods for reducing math anxiety of students
across the level of elementary school and university. For this, a review was carried out to identify
intervention research primary characteristics such as methods, designs, also effects on both math anxiety
and math performance. An analysis of the studies that meet the search criteria indicates that considering
the relation between math anxiety and math performance, in general, the existing body of research
targets either reducing anxiety reactions or improving math abilities. Therefore, almost all the studies
can be categorized into behavioral interventions and interventions focusing on the improvement of math
skills. Both categories show potential positive effects that will be described in detail. The findings give
qualitative insights and may be useful in understanding a potential strategy for math anxiety regulation
in future research.

Ian C. MacMillan, an entrepreneurship researcher, called for the study of 'business generators', i.e.
multiple entrepreneurs who create many successive businesses and pass on previously created
ventures to managers, as they learn the difficult art of developing new businesses that can be further
studied and exploited in practical setting. Since then, researchers and practitioners have widely
explored effects of previous business ownership experience (PBOE), however — do entreprencurs (and
human beings in general) really learn from their experience? To systematize and critically evaluate the
existing body of knowledge on the performance of habitual entrepreneurs (with PBOE) performance
in new venture, with special emphasis on identifying factors that contribute to potentially increased
chances of success, | used systematic literature review approach conducted according to the standards
of the PRISMA 2020 protocol. Taking into account three well-regarded start-up performance
indicators, income, survival and funding obtained from VC, mixed results were achieved. Prior
experience does not necessarily influence entrepreneurial performance considering income, sales
intensity, or business duration; it may even hinder it temporarily as entrepreneurial knowledge seems
to be highly contextual. However, experienced founders are more skillful in obtaining VC funding,
even if they fail as often as novices.

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A theoretical model of game narrative in the scope of modern ludology and narratology

Marcin Laczynski
(communication and media studies)

In this presentation, I will present the results of research that is a part of my doctoral dissertation focused
on applying game narrative mechanisms as a basis for gamification techniques. This approach results
from criticism of the traditional, simplified approach to gamification developing in recent years (i.e.,
Stieglitz et al., 2017; Zaman & van Roy, 2017). Those critics advocate for the inclusion of story and
narrative components into the gamification toolset, as the lack of those mechanisms results in lower
engagement and lesser efficiency of gamified systems. The first part of the research finished in the
summer of 2022, included the broad exploratory analysis of content from computer roleplaying games,
digital games with significant narrative layers (adventure, real-time strategy), narrative board games,
and scenarios for traditional tabletop roleplaying games. This analysis led to the developing of a
theoretical framework including two main components. The first component is a universal narrative
schematic in various game types and genres. This model is based on the terminology of modern research
on narrative development in games (Arnaudo, 2018; Berger, 2020) but is primarily grounded in the
empirical material from analyzed games. The model variants include different game genres and media,
as their narrative patterns differ significantly between digital media and tabletop games (Deterding,
Zagal, 2018). For each type of game, there is also a description of narrative patterns based on the
narrative structure (single or multiplot; Berger 2020, chapter 6) and the level of openness and
linearity/ergotism of the scenario (Heussner et al. 2015, chapter 5). The second part of the research
included the preparation of a catalog of narrative devices (Krawczyk, Novak, 2006, chapter 3) typical
for the games and assessing their implementation as gamification techniques possible to use in solutions
for education and social communication. In my presentation, [ will describe the ten most promising
narrative devices (based on an example of the social campaign focused on ecological education) and a
schematic of the experiment to assess their impact on the user, which will constitute the final step of
my doctoral dissertation.

Narracje jako przedmiot badan ekonomistow zyskuja na popularnosci, szczegdlnie od czasu publikacji
prac Shillera (2017, 2019). Ta praca, wykorzystujgca metode krytycznego i systematycznego przegladu
literatury, ma na celu zbadanie, czy ekonomia narracji moze sta¢ si¢ nowym, odrgbnym nurtem
badawczym. W szczegdlnosci chodzi o odpowiedz na pytania: czy narracje majg potencjat jako istotne
dla ekonomistéw czynniki oraz czy obecny kierunek rozwoju ekonomii narracji pozwoli ten potencjat
odpowiednio zagospodarowaé.

Oznacza to identyfikacje czynnikow odpowiadajacych za zwickszenie zaangazowania
klientow we wspottworzenie wartosci, oraz w rezultacie zwigkszenie wykorzystania systemow
mobilnosci wspotdzielonej zamiast prywatnych pojazdéw. Znajomos$¢ tych czynnikow pozwolitaby
réwniez na okreslenie potencjatu do tworzenia nowych systemow (wraz z identyfikacjg unikatowych
cech produktu/ustugi — USP), ktore zaspokoityby obecnie niezaspokojone potrzeby uzytkownikow w
mobilnosci miejskiej. Analiza mobilnoséci wspoétdzielonej z perspektywy wspottworzenia warto$ci nie
jest dobrze rozpoznanym obszarem badawczym, udalo si¢ jednak zidentyfikowac kilka prac naukowych
poswigconych temu tematowi. Tchorek i in. (2020) badali rol¢ zaufania spotecznego i kapitalu
spolecznego w procesie wspottworzenia wartosci systemu carsharingowego w Polsce, rozumianej jako
umieje¢tnos¢ dzielenia si¢ informacjami (nawigzywania dialogu) z innymi uzytkownikami i operatorem
systemu. Lan i in. (2017) skupili si¢ na innym systemie mobilno$ci wspotdzielonej — wspotdzielonych
rowerow miejskich w Chinach. Autorzy podjeli probe identyfikacji czynnikéw, ktore przeksztatcaja
ludzi z pasywnych odbiorcéw produktow/ustug w aktywnych wspottworcow wartosci w ekonomii
wspoltdzielenia, takich jak poczucie wlasnej skutecznosci, poczucie obowiazku, oczekiwane nagrody i
proces uczenia si¢. Potencjal stymulacji wspoltworzenia warto§ci w mobilnosci wspotdzielonej
analizowali rowniez Schultz i in. (2020), Lou i in. (2021) i Dewalska-Opitek (2019). Na podstawie
przegladu literatury naukowej oraz do§wiadczen badawczych w obszarze mobilnosci wspotdzielone;

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Distance and international business in turbulent times: management consulting during
the COVID-19

Adam Grzywacz
(management and quality studies)

The COVID-19 pandemic has influenced business relations worldwide (Nummela et al., 2020) and
caused long-term consequences in many areas of business life (Zahra, 2021). However, the exact effect
of the pandemic is still unknown. The concept of distance constitutes one of the basic terms of
international business (IB) (Hutzschenreuter et al., 2016). It is defined as a multidimensional difference
between pair of countries (Ciszewska-Mlinari¢, 2019). For example, Ghemawat (2001) describes four
dimensions i.e.: cultural, administrative, geographic, and economic. It can be also analyzed in terms of
its objective dimensions (e.g. remoteness between a pair of countries) or as a psychological construct
(so-called ‘psychic distance’) (Wasowska, 2019). We may assume that the global pandemic has
reshaped the role of distance in IB (C6té et al., 2020; Doh, 2021). We argue that the described influence
will be particularly noticeable in the most internationally exposed professions. Management consulting
may serve as a model example of such a global industry. Therefore, the analysis of this profession may
supply the IB domain with new insights into the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on cross-border
business activities. The pandemic is neither the first nor the last example of global turbulence. More
recent examples include the Russian invasion of Ukraine that has severely influenced international
trade. Examination of the role of distance in the times of the pandemic may supply the IB with a new
understanding of the effects of the severe global turbulences on the distance in general. Research
questions that we want to address are:

1) How does the COVID-19 pandemic shape the distance, and its role in international business activities
of management consultants?

2) How do management consulting companies cope with the distance in turbulentcircumstances?
Indeed, there are works considering the reaction of business actors in times of crisis (e.g. Wenzel et al.,
2020). Moreover, there are also articles concerning the impact of the pandemic on IB (e.g. Verbeke &
Yuan, 2021). Researchers have also recently published works on the distance that do not focalize on its
relation to that crisis (e.g. Puthusserry et al., 2021). Nonetheless, best to my knowledge, the distance
has not been researched in times of the pandemic yet. In this project, we focus on an extreme case of
the global profession i.e. management consulting. The largest management consulting firms belong to
the most internationally present branch of companies in the modern business world, and consultants are
responsible for knowledge spillovers, management fashions transmission, and contribution to the
globalization processes (Kipping & Wright, 2012). The project will utilize qualitative methods. We plan
to conduct individual semi-structured in-depth interviews. Interviews will be recorded, transcribed, and
analyzed. We will base our analysis on the grounded theory, particularly following suggestions
informed by the Gioia methodology (Gioia et al., 2013). We have already conducted five pilot
interviews with a broad range of employees in consulting industry. This preliminary research suggests
that management consultants’ experience and exposure to the international environment cause them
tend to be more sensitive to the pandemic.

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Antitrust liability within a group of companies: what lies behind it?

Weronika Herbet-Homenda
(law)

Groups of companies are a permanent and integral part of modern economic reality. One of the basic
principles of their activity is the legal (formal) separation and autonomy of group members, which also
extends to the sphere of liability - the companies are generally responsible for the consequences of legal
events related to their own activity (S. Wtodyka, A. Szumanski, System Prawa Handlowego. Prawo
spotek handlowych, t. 2B, Warsaw 2019, sn. 48-50, 59; A. Opalski, Problematyka pomini¢cia prawnej
odrebnosci spotek kapitatowych, PPH 2012/08, p. 10-12; P.L. Davies, S. Worthington, L.C.B. Gower,
Principles of Modern Company Law, ed. 8, p. 33-40.). However, due to the factual subordination of
subsidiaries to their parent companies, which contrasts with formal autonomy, the need to relativize the
above-mentioned principle by attributing liability to the shareholders of capital companies or piercing
the corporate veil (A. Opalski, Problematyka pomini¢cia prawnej odrgbnosci..., p. 11; M.
Rodzynkiewicz, W kwestii odpowiedzialno$ci wspolnika spotki kapitalowej za jej zobowigzania de
lege ferenda, PPH 2017/08, p. 14 et seq.; P. Kuznicki, Czy istnieje potrzeba wprowadzenia ustawowego
mechanizmu przebicia zastony korporacyjnej?, PPH 2021/06, p. 20). An example of such relativization
is provided by the principles of antitrust liability developed at the EU level and now also transposed to
the Polish legal order. Based on the autonomous concept of undertaking and single economic entity, the
decision-making practice of the EC and the jurisprudence of the CJEU allow - both on the grounds of
administrative liability (for the purpose of public enforcement) and civil liability (private enforcement)
- to attribute the conduct of one company (violator of the competition law rules) to another related
company (see, i.a., judgments of the CJ: 14.07.1972, 47/69, Imperial Chemical Industries Ltd v
Commission; EU:C:1972:70; of 10.09.2009, C-97/08 P, Akzo Nobel and Others v Commission,
EU:2009:536; of 10.04.2014, C-247/11 P and C-253/11 P, Areva SA and Alstom SA and Others v

The presentation shall be aimed to present the preliminary results of
a research on the justification and purpose of the relativization of holding companies’ legal separation.
Based on the dogmatic-legal method (consisting of an analysis of the legislation, the Commission's
decision and European case law and — in addition — the draft amendment of the Competition and
Consumer Protection Act), the legal-comparative method (with reference to the German legal system)
and the economic analysis of the law, the author will attempt to verify the hypothesis according to
which: (i) the rationale for such a mechanism is not so much the impact (even indirect) on the
competition law infringement as the mere fact of the link (holding relationship) between the companies,
and consequently: (ii) the purpose of attributing antitrust liability to holding companies is to increase
repression rather than to ensure the effectiveness of competition law or prevention.

Jak wskazal w 1990 r. Lech Gardocki zgodnie z zasadg wultima ratio prawa karnego, nie nalezy
przeceniac jego znaczenia. Wprawdzie w przypadku, gdy rozwazania dotycza zachowania, ktore juz na
pierwszy rzut oka jawi si¢ jako spotecznie szkodliwe w stopniu znacznym, ewentualna rezygnacja z
przyjecia srodkow wiasciwych dla oddziatywania natury prawnokarnej nie jest czyms$ z czego nalezy
rezygnowaé. Niemniej jednak w sytuacjach, w ktérych spoteczna szkodliwosé danego zachowania nie
jest tak oczywista, warto rozwazy¢ w pierwszej kolejnosci oddzialywanie srodkami o pozaprawnym
charakterze, nastgpnie o charakterze prawnym, wlasciwym jednak gateziom prawa innego od
represyjnego. Na koncu za$§ dopiero powinno si¢ analizowaé rozwigzania, ktore moga byc¢
wprowadzone za pomoca prawa karnego. Zgodnie z aktualnym stanem nauki, istnienie w obszarze
prawa karnego zasady subsydiarnosci uzna¢ nalezy w chwili obecnej za niekwestionowany fakt. Taka
konstatacja wynika nie tylko z jednoznacznego glosu nauki prawa w tej kwestii, ale roOwniez, a moze
nawet przede wszystkim z prawodawstwa tak na szczeblu krajowym, jak i na szczeblu
ponadnarodowym. W obszarze prawa karnego dochodzi jednak ostatnimi czasy do negacji istnienia,
czy konieczno$ci stosowania w ramach procesu kryminalizacji zasady subsydiarnosci prawa karnego.
Wydaje si¢ jednak, ze pomimo pewnych mozliwych do pojawienia si¢ watpliwosci w tym zakresie,
stwierdzi¢ nalezy, iz zasada subsydiarnosci w obszarze nauki prawa karnego jest jak najbardziej
zauwazalna i ewentualne postawienie tezy o braku takiej zasady na gruncie prawa karnego, nalezaloby
uzna¢ za co najmniej przedwczesne. Zastosowanie zasady subsydiarnosci w prawie karnym nie budzi
watpliwosci w obszarze przestepstw z grupy mala prohibita. Do tej grupy jak si¢ zdaje zaliczy¢ mozna
szeroko rozumiane przestgpstwa gospodarcze, w tym przestgpstwa wymierzone przeciwko
konsumentom. Aby jednak mozliwe bylo prowadzenie rozwazan dotyczacych zasady subsydiarnosci
na wskazanym tle w pierwszej kolejnosci odpowiedzie¢ nalezy na pytanie o to, jak ksztaltuje sie w
ogo6Inosci zasada subsydiarnoséci prawa karnego. Dodatkowo znalez¢ réwniez nalezy odpowiedz na
pytanie, czy wskazana zasada zastosowanie znajduje tylko i wylacznie na gruncie stanowienia prawa
(co przy przyjeciu jej istnienia nie budzi watpliwosci), czy tez rdOwniez na gruncie stosowania prawa.
Podstawowa metoda badawcza w zakresie prowadzonych badan jest oczywiscie metoda formalno-
dogmatyczna.

1. Wstep. Juz od czasow teorii Jeana Bodina i Thomasa Hobbesa prawo karne bylo powszechnie
uwazane za podstawowg ceche suwerennej wladzy. Jednakze ze wzglgdu na tendencje globalizacyjne,
W tym rozwoj prawa transnarodowego w ramach organizacji ponadnarodowych takich jak Unia
Europejska problemy z rozstrzygnigciem sporow kompetencyjnych co do prawa do karania staty si¢
nieuniknione. Tak tez jest z unijnym prawem karnym. W zwigzku z tym konieczna jest odpowiedZ na
pytanie w jakim paradygmacie funkcjonuje europejskie prawo karne. 2. Hipoteza. Podstawowa
hipoteza jest zmiana w wykorzystywaniu europejskiego prawa karnego przez instytucje UE. Wydaje
si¢, ze poczatkowo funkcjonowato ono jedynie jako narzedzie stuzace zabezpieczeniu wspolnego rynku
1 realizacji polityk unijnych - czego przykladem moze by¢ orzecznictwo Trybunatu Sprawiedliwosci
Unii Europejskiej dot. prawa ochrony srodowiska. Wydaje si¢ rowniez, ze kompetencje Unii
Europejskiej w obszarze materialnego prawa karnego, okreslone w Traktacie z Lizbony (art. 83 Traktatu
o funkcjonowaniu Unii Europejskiej) byty réwniez skonstruowane w sposob odpowiadajgcy roli prawa
karnego jako wtornego wobec ochrony czterech swobod unijnych. Jednak obserwujac najnowsze
dziatania zarowno Komisji Europejskiej, jak i1 orzecznictwo Trybunalu Sprawiedliwosci Unii
Europejskiej dostrzec mozna rozszerzenie funkcji prawa karnego jako narz¢dzia ochrony wartosci
unijnych o symbolicznym wymiarze. W zaleznosci od odpowiedzi na pytanie o paradygmat unijngo
prawa karnego relacje migdzy UE a panstwami czlonkowskimi w tym obszarze bylyby rézne — w
zaleznosci od preferowanego modelu prawa karnego maja ogromne implikacje dla mozliwosci
konwergencji w tym obszarze w ramach UE. 3. Metodologia. Metodologia bgdzie opierata si¢ na
analizie dogmatycznej polaczonej z wykorzystaniem warsztatu filozoficzno-prawnego. W ramach
narzedzi dogmatycznych wykorzystywane beda: przeglad istniejacej literatury dot. funkcji unijnego
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prawa karnego, analiza orzecznictwa Trybunatu Sprawiedliwosci Unii Europejskiej, ktore transformuje
pradygmat tej galezi prawa oraz aktow prawa unijnego (zardwno obowigzujace, jak 1 proponowane
przez Komisje¢), ktore zdaja si¢ nie miesci¢ w klasycznym, waskim paradygmacie unijnego prawa
karnego, jako narzg¢dzie wylgcznie regulacyjnego. Warsztat filozoficzno-prawny bedzie wykorzystany
przez odniesienie istniejgcych normatywnych modeli karania i kryminalizacji do uzupelnienia
istniejacych w literaturze uje¢ unijnego prawa karnego. 4. Wstepne wnioski. W dyskusjach nad
modelem prawa karnego na poziomie unijnym (Turner 2012, Mitsilegas 2016, Coutts 2019, Oberg
2019, Wieczorek 2020) rozroéznia si¢ dwa gtowne modele: model symboliczny, w ktorym upatruje si¢
realizacje kantowskiej deontologii oraz model regulacyjny, ktory z kolei opiera si¢ zasady
utylitarystyczne. Wydaje si¢ jednak, ze te podziaty abstrahujg od wspodtczesnych teorii prawa karnego,
bedac przez to nazbyt redukcyjnymi. W zwigzku z tym nalezy dla wzbogacenia aparatu badawczego
celowe jest wykorzystanie wspdfczesne] teorii prawa karnego, co pozwala na lepsze zrozumienie
narzedzia jakim jest unijne prawo karne. Najbardziej operatywnymi koncepcjami we wspotczesnej
filozofii prawa, ktore jednoczesnie wpisujg si¢ w podzial migdzy regulacyjnym prawem karnym, a
symbolicznym prawem karnym (ktory to wykorzystywany jest przez dogmatykow prawa
europejskiego) sa koncepcja prawa karnego wspdlnoty, reprezentowana przez Anthony'ego Duffa
(odpowiadajaca symbolicznemu prawu karnemu), oraz publicznoprawna koncepcja prawa karnego,
reprezentowana przez Vincenta Chiao 1 Malcolma Thorburna (odpowiadajaca regulacyjnemu prawu
karnemu). Dzigki tej matrycy pojeciowej wstepna hipoteza moze zosta¢ zweryfikowana pozytywnie -
wydaje si¢, ze wystepuje wyrazna tendecja w ramach Unii Europejskiej, ktéora swiadczy o
wykorzystywaniu unijnego prawa karnego zgodnie z ujeciem prawa karnego wspodlnoty - jako
moralnego komunikatu o ochronie najwazniejszych wartosci dla wspdlnoty politycznej. Pokazane
zostanie to na przyktadzie decyzji ramowej o zwalczaniu rasizmu i homofobii, orzecznictwa TSUE w
sprawie azylu, sprawy ,,Taricco” oraz najnowszej propozycji Komisji Europejskiej dotyczacej
zwalczania przemocy ze wzgledu na plec.
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Przestepstwo, policja, Sledztwo... Czym tak wlasciwie jest serial kryminalny?

Celem wystapienia jest przyblizenie wynikéw dotychczasowych badan. Praca doktorska poswigcona
jest polskim serialom kryminalnym oraz ich wptywowi na wiedz¢ odbiorcoOw o przestgpczosci oraz
pracy organow $cigania i wymiaru sprawiedliwo$ci. Punktem wyjscia, a zarazem jednym z gtéwnych
celow badawczych, jest identyfikacja serialu kryminalnego jako subgatunku serialu telewizyjnego oraz
wskazanie jego cech charakterystycznych wyrdzniajacych go sposrod innych produkcji o tematyce
kryminalnej. Czgsto w nomenklaturze potocznej postugujemy sie pojeciem ,kryminalu”, ktoére
stosowane jest zarowno w odniesieniu do utwordéw literackich, filmowych, jak i serialowych, o
tematyce kryminalnej, zwigzanej z szeroko rozumiang przestgpczoscia. Jednak o ile literatura
kryminalna i film zostaty stosunkowo dobrze oméwione na gruncie badawczym, o tyle ich serialowe
odpowiedniki wciaz nie doczekaly si¢ wyczerpujacego opracowania. Warto zatem postawic pytanie:
czym tak wiasciwie jest serial kryminalny? Internetowe bazy filmow i seriali traktujg serial kryminalny
jako kategori¢ bardzo pojemng, do ktorej kwalifikowana jest zdecydowana wigkszos¢ produkcji
oscylujacych wokot tematyki kryminalnej. W mysl takiego podejscia, w najprostszy sposob serial
kryminalny mozna byloby zdefiniowaé jako seryjng produkcj¢ telewizyjna, prezentujaca obraz
srodowiska policyjnego i przestgpczego. Jest to jednak definicja do$¢ ogolna, nie oddajaca petnego
charakteru tego typu produkcji oraz ich ciagtej ewolucji. Bowiem, na przestrzeni dziejow obok
tradycyjnego serialu kryminalnego wyksztalcita si¢ szeroka gama rozmaitych odmian i wariantow, z
ktérych znaczna czg$¢ moze by¢ uznawana za osobne subgatunki, jak np. seriale gangsterskie (mafijne),
seriale szpiegowskie, seriale wigzienne, seriale heist, komedie kryminalne czy seriale true crime.
Szczegdlnie bliskie 1 czesto utozsamiane z serialami kryminalnymi sg réwniez seriale
paradokumentalne typu docu-crime. Przeglad literatury pozwala stwierdzi¢, ze w serialach
kryminalnych ostatnich lat mozemy zaobserwowac zmiang perspektywy narracyjnej. Dagmara Luba
zwrocita uwage, ze w wickszosci seriali kryminalnych z XX w. i pierwszej dekady XXI w.
prezentowany byt obraz sprawcow przestepstwa, gltéwnie seryjnych mordercow, z perspektywy
»tropigcych ich strozéw prawa, pilnujacych porzadku prawnego i moralnego, ktérych spojrzenie niemal
autentycznie stawalo si¢ takze spojrzeniem odbiorcy”. W ostatnich latach perspektywa ta ulegta
zmianie, a miejsce gtéwnego bohatera dotychczas zajmowane zwykle przez detektywa, coraz czesciej
zajmuje morderca. Usytuowanie przestepcy, jako centralnej postaci catej produkcji wptyneto rowniez
na powstanie nowego modelu relacji odbiorcy z seriale. Dotychczas przeprowadzone badania pozwolity
na ustosunkowanie si¢ do dwoch postawionych hipotez. Po pierwsze, wstepna analiza polskich seriali
kryminalnych w zestawieniu z charakterystyka gatunkowa pozwala stwierdzi¢, ze cechy gatunkowe
serialu kryminalnego maja wplyw na uwypuklanie okreslonych tre$ci. Po drugie, potwierdzito si¢
zatozenie, ze wzrasta ilos¢ produkowanych polskich seriali kryminalnych, co ma zwiazek z
emitowaniem ich przez tzw. stacje premium i serwisy VoD. Po stworzeniu charakterystyki gatunkowe;j
serialu kryminalnego, kolejnym krokiem jest analiza zawarto§ci materiatow wizualnych. Jej celem
bedzie stworzenie charakterystyki pordwnawczej rzeczywistego i serialowego obrazu przestgpczosci w
Polsce. Ostatnim krokiem pracy badawczej bedzie przeprowadzenie badania ankietowego w celu
poznania wptywu polskich seriali kryminalnych na wiedze¢ odbiorcéw o przestgpczosci oraz pracy
organow $cigania i wymiaru sprawiedliwosci.
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
